Whether
this foreshadowed . some parallel
gc'ion by the United ™ States and
Britain in bringing pressure upon
triumphant Japan to prevent her
aitempted hegemony over all China
was no, disclosed, Kennedy’s re-
tun was considered highly signifi-

cant, however, in view of the fact
that ain, like the United States,
has displayed marked signs of wor-
v over events in China.

TOWARDS WAR

Dr. G. E. Wilson, Hal-
ifax, Predicts Italy
Will Make Next
Move.

“Burope is drifting towards war
as surely as it was six months ago,”
Dr. G. E. Wilson, professor of his-
tory at Dalhousie University, Hali-
fax, told an audience in St. James'
Church Hall last night. Imperial-
ism, militarism and nationalism,
causes of the conflict in 1914 were
still present, he said.

Italy would be the next
to mave in the game which was
being played in Europe, Dr. Wil-
son thought. Recent “spontaneous”
cheering in the Italian House over
the demands for Tunis and Cor-
sica had something behind it.

Germany through the efforts of
Hitler and the Nazi party had re-
gained her position of supremacy
on the continent ¢f Europe which
she lost to France in the treaty of
1919. The first step in the climb
back by Germany was the re-in-
troduction of conscription by Hitler
and the latest move the demands
which led to the cession of Sude-
ten Gernan areas to the Naals In
September. As a vesult of the
Munich agreement the whole sys-
tem of alliances, with Russia,
Czechoslcvakia and the Little En-
tente, -which France had built up
in Eastern Europe was shattered.
