Toronto Unions Pass Resolu~
tion on the Subject

PESSRESY

TORONTO, Jan. 8 The Trades and
Labor coupcil at a meeting last night
put itself jon record as being opposed
to Sikh immigration by passing the
following resolution; moved by Mr.
James Simpson and  seconded 'by
Fred Bancroft:

“‘Resolyed, That in view of the
present agitation: on the admittance
of Hindus to Canada, this council go
on record as emphatically opposed to
an extension of the present immi-
.gration laws in favor of any particu-
lar section of the Hindus race.
«‘And—that a copy of this resolu-
tion be .forwarded to the members
representing the city of ‘Toronto, the
local labor organizations, the social
and moral reform council of Canada
aad the Ministerial association of
Toronto.”

John =W. Bruce, general organizer
for Canada of the United Association
of Plumbers and Steamfitters, gave
an address against the Sikhs and
was loudly applauded. Jas Simpson
followed with a few words in support
of the resolution. ‘‘The attitude of
the people of Toronto on this ques-
tion,”’ he said, ‘‘is & purely senti-
mental one. They assume that if the
gates of India are open to Canadians,
the gates of Canada should he open-
edto the Hindus. I say briefly to the
religious workers in Toronto that if
they are going to stand with - the
Sikhs, then we as organized work-
men will fight the churches.’’

say, Montreal, and bold meets of sim-
ilar duration in, say Toronto, Hamil
ton ‘and Windsor, they are able to re-
turn to Montreal again, as the twent
days of intermission have elapsed. I
understand that Ottawa is having a
new track, and in time there will be
a large circuit of tracks holding sev-
en-day meets. If the circuit were
large enough there would be a racing
meet every day of the year, save Sun-
days. V’I’hel'eiore there would be pro-
fessional gambling almost every day
of the year. We are not opposed to
racing. We are opposed to profes-
i sional gambling, to the slick work of
jsharpers and to the evil and reinous
i effect which the practice has  upon

They lodge
on the tender leaves and if the wea-
ther is warm enough if their is
moistiire they germinate and grow.
Now a spray mixture of Bordeaux or
of Lime Sulphur will kill the gporés
if it is on the leaf when the spores
lodgethere, but if the spores are on
the leaf and have germinated the
root goes down Into the leaf it can-
not be got at. These sprays are only
a ypreventative, they are not a cure.
