Popcorn, the government expert
points out, is usually popped to be
eaten at once, or may be made into
popcorn balls,. crackerjack or other
forms of popcorn confection. ‘‘A
common way for preparing popcorn,’’
he goes on to say, ‘‘is by popping
and sprinkling it with salt, or adding
salt and melted butter. Sometimes
the popped corn is eaten with milk
and sugar, like a breakfast food. The
parched or unpopped kernels, When
ground, make a very good breakfast
food for eating with cream and sugar
or boiling with sugar and serving
like a' meal. Some popcorn vendors
make a palatable preparation by
popping the corn in melted butter
and lard, with salt added.’’

The following recipes have given
good results:

Chocolate popcorn—Two teacupfuls
of white sugar, half cupful of corn
syrup, two ounces of chocolate and
one cup of water, Put these ingredi-
ents into a kettle and cook them un-
cold water., Pour over four quarts
of crisp, freshly popped corn and stir
well to insure the uniform coating of
the kcrnels.

Sugar Popcorn—Making a syrup
by boi'ing together two cupfuls of

of watcr. Bail  until the syrup
by boiling together two cupfuls of
granulated sugar and one cupful of

water. Boil uniil the syruv springs
teAm  tha porn or hardcr when
dropped into cold water.
