2170 platinums were 49 per cent
sold at an average of $38.20; 2,278
inferior platinums:were 30 per cent
sold at an averige of $23.17; 432
pearl platinums were 80 per cent
sold at an average of $35.14, 2,232
white marked silvers were 31 per
cent sold at an average of $21.38;
604 selected full silvers were TU
per cent sold at an average of
$22.48; 4,829 regular fulls were 42
per cent sold at an average of
$18.14; 362 one-half to three-\uar:
ter silvers were 85 per cent sold
at an average of $20.82; 11,634 n-
ferior types were 50 per cent sold
at an average of $13.15; 1487 low
grades were 48 per cent sold at
an average of $5.75.

Harking back a year ago to
January 1946, the Canadian Na-
tional Fox Breeders Association
similar .collection was 89% sold at
an average of $90.78; white marked
were 36% sold at an average of
$41.40; selected fulls 55% sold at
an average of $43.94; regular fulls
4% sold at an average of $31.31;
inferiors 50% sold at an average of
$22.36. We have no advice as to
the quantities offered on the above
sale, however there is this to be
said about it, that it is encmﬂ‘uge-
ment from g prior sale held by an-
other consignment house in which
silver fox and mutations had to
be withdrawn.

The Hudson's Bay Company Jan-
uary sale of silver fox which was
held January 8th in London, showed
an offering of 19,142 silver fox peits
of which about 70% were {resh
skins, the majority being of Nor-
weglan origin. The attendance of
buyers was good and bidding was
brisk for the better grades. In
comparison with the fresh good
offered in the month of December
prices throughout the sale were un-
changed. The offering of platinum
foxes consisted of 1,192 pelts, some
of them very desirable fresh skins
and some of them skins remaimivg
unsold from last season. Demand
for the fresh skins was good and
prices obtained were very firm.
Stale skins were once again neg-
lected. In the report which was ree
ceived direct from the company in
London no prices were quoted.

Little Bros. Raw Fur Sales in
Vancouver, January 23rd, showed
an increased rdemand for ranch
mink pelts which were neglected
at previous sales there this season.
According to an officiai report an
offering of 11,000 was 55%. Sol& at
prices ranging from a tcp of $18.60
for dark and extra dark males down
to $9.00 and $11.00 for dark brown
and brown females .. The British
Columbia mink are not as highly
regarded as those from Ontarlo and
Quebec.

In New York the long aewailed
sale of Russian furs sponsored by
the Amtorg Trading Corporation
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of 11,034 pelts. These veached a
top price of $15.00 but only 20% sold
and these were entirely Kamchat-
kas. The balance of the offering was
withdrawn ... The writer saw Kam-
chatka reds while attending the
Hudson Bay Company's auctions in
London and if those offered wece
comparable in quality they weore
really beauts. It would be difficult
to describe them. They are nearly
twice as large as our red fox pelts,
very heavily furred and- the color- ,

Apparently, however, the Russians |
have not succeeded in developiv;
a high class article n cross fo\.
otherwise the top price would have
been more than $11.00. Cross . fox
in any market has not been popu-
lar in late years and we often won-
der why, because we think e coat
or suit trimmed with good cross
fox is really attractive. All over rea
foxes have been very much negz-
lected this year and locally prices
are the lowest we can remember
of since 1910 .

'

Getting back to the Russian furs
again, it Would appear that Rus-
sian mink are not so hot as the
best prices realized were $6.50 and
that would mean a rather poor
mink on a Canadian or American
rvanch, It is possible that the Rus-
sians are sending their lowest grade
furs 1 certain oxtegories to the
United States and Canada at pres-
ent, holding back the better grades
for the time when the market
shows an ability to absorb them.

The extremely low prices of furs
has had a very depressing effect
on all fur markets but it must je
remembered that this is not th-
first time we have faced drastis
falling markets, In 1920 the situa-
tion was very bad. ‘I'he previot;
vear silver fox pelts had besn sold
locally for as high as $725.00 and
the average was well over $200. The
next year the highest price obtain-
able locally was $100. a pelt. The
' change was due mostly to the Am-
ericans having placed a duty of
50% on furs going into their coun-
try. However, in a few years (W
London market recovered from the
effects of the war of 1914-18 and
pelts steadily rose in value unti'
in 1928 a pelt consigned by Milli-
gan and Morrison sold for £250. In
1918 @ beautiful silver frcm the
Seal River Fox Ranching Co. then
managed by William Jenkins with
Benj. Rogers of the Rogers Hard-
ware Co. President fetched £250.

In 1932 silver fox peils went to a
new low. Of course everything was
on the skids that year. Bethlehem
Steel which had sold up to $125
a share was down to $5.00 and U.3
Rubber that had reached $65. a
share, sold for $2.00 so the drop
in silver fox pelts was in sympa-
thy with everything else. However,
the market recovered and the
years 1936-37 were good years with
silver fox pelts averaging around
$40. to the Canadian rancher. Ir
1938-39 there was a drop in price
and that fall they reached a new
low, but not as lew as they are
today. They made a comeback and
no doubt they will come back again
and the same applies to mink. in
1940 mink prices really hit the
skids but you know what happen-
ed, when the fad for mink start-
ed again and it became so popular
and is still going strong compara-
tively, so we must keép our cour-

age and not figure that this is the
end—not by any means.

The Blue Jay i8 always with us.
One would never suspect that this
jaunty, quarrelscme bird belongs
to the Crow family, but such is
the case. Jays have a very bad
reputation as nest robbers, but
their noise, color, and impudence,
have disposed many bird-lovers to
overlook this and to feed the ras-
cals. . o

One of our best-known birds is
the Snow Bunting, whi¢ch we
call the “Snowbird.” In Scotland
it is the “Snowflake”, and it
doubtless has many more names
for it is found in all the cold
reglons of the northern hemis-
phere. Snowbirds leave the Arc-
tic in great flocks at the end of
the brief summer, and’ spend the
fall and winter with us, becom-
ing more noticeable when other
birds have left us. Like the
Redpolls, they dine on weed
seeds, and scarch the fields and
roadsides systematically in a
kind of leapfrog style, the rear
ranks flying to the front as their
share, of seeds s eaten. ‘We see
tiem when white prevalls in
their (winter) plumage. In sum-
mer, in the Arctic, they are black
and white.

A friendly, confiding little bird
is the Black-capped Chickadee
who “fears not storms nor cold”
as the song says. Like the Blue
Jays they are regular customers
of the feeding station. There is
this difference in their habits
however: for the Chickadee you
may make your feeding station
on th® window sill, and the b’lll:gs

will trust you implieitly.
suspicious Blue Jay prefers the
station at some distance from

the house. In winter I often see
little 9ands of these birds search-
ing the trees aléng the creek, for
noxious insects or theiry eggs.
When the sun is beginning to
be felt again, the call-note
‘ehicka-dee-dee” makes one re-
joice—"Spring will soon be here!”

That hardy bird. the Slate-
colored Junco, may be seen about
the barnyard almost any day dur-
ing the long winter, though it
does not become vocal till spring.
Besides its color the Junco has
another and more striking feat-
ure. The two outer tail feathers
are white, and when the bird
takes flight they are spread out
in a sudden flash of that color.
Juncos feed on weed and grass
seeds, and grain, but 1ike a hand-
out of suet too.

I have several winter records
of the quaint little Acadian or
saw-whet Owl. This is the small-
est Owl we have: not much big-

ger than a Robin. Owls are sel-
dom heard now, their numbers
having been sadly reduced by
mistaken gunners.

The landowners pro-
tected them for aesthetlc rea-
sons, as long as they were only
occasional in their depredations:
{he mountains and the eagles
made better scnery than elther
of them alone.

The other reason was more
practical: eagles’ eggs sold forl
good prices to collectors, museums
and the llke. And the
Scots always left a nest
untouched, to keep up the breed- |
ing stock! |

When for any
reason food is scarce, ihey con-
tent themselves with fish which
they either catch themselves or
rob from other sea-birds by
force. Perhaps this is the rea-
son that they are mostly seen
near the sca coast.

Musical Notes

A writer strikes the right note
when he says that the superlority
of old-time music is due to the
fact that it was written “from
the heart. songs
written  withw the pocket-book
(wallet) in plain view, held up by |
the commercial publishers. Thel
new “number” or Song scarcely
gets under way, before another
equally banal, pushes it aside.
And so on, ad infinitum.

Thirty or forty years ago I re-
member that the same thing oc-
curred in the realms of sacred
song. For five vears or SO 1 play-
ed the part of organist at a rural
church, and found that the choir
sang what was called a “selee-
tlon” which took the place of
what was elsewhere called an
anthem. The selection was sel-
ected from one of the hymn-
books, which under’ various at-
tractive names, poured in a
steady stream from the commer-
clal press.  There was always
one good tune — sometimes bor-
rowed from Dykes or stnlner—but'
the rest were “mighty poor stuff.”
However, a newcomer can Scarce-
1y make innovations in such mat-
ters without rousing opposition,
o that T had played a good many
of the “selections” before I mov-
ed from that district.

T have often advocated the
@olta system of muslcal notation
for use in rural schools. I was
agreeably surprised to note that
the Director of Music in the Hall-
fax schools was of the same op-
infon. and in support of it. gave
a little exvosition of what can
be done with Solfa, over the
radlo. . The children sang sctool
songs and in conclusion sang the
major scale and struck intervals
all in the Solfa. And thie names
of the notes were in the ¥nglish
style as evolved bv .tohn Curwen,
{nstead of the oM Itallan stlye,
