In_the profound tuch‘lng which
the Fourth Gospel records no word
,Is used more often or expounded
» with more care than “life.’ If our
| Lord must return to it again end
again, this was because his hear-
ers were pitifully slow to grasp his
apecial interpretation of it.

8omething like the same misun-
derstanding seems to persist among
readers of the English Bible, yet
they can hardly be blamed for it.
In the English version of this Gos-
pel “life” }s used to translate two
different Greek words, very dis-
similar in meaning. Like the people
of our Lord’s time, we are apt to
think of life as ended when the
last breath has beef drawn, with
hopes of a new life to be begun
| when we have passed from this
world. But this idex differs widely
from the concept on which our
(Lord insists in the Fourth Gospel.
| The true, the spiritual life, {s in his
view one and continuous, begun
now and indestructible by time.
Nothing else in the Bible has an
{mportance comparable with this
announcement of an eternal life
begun here and now, and immune
from death, .

Such, beyond question, was the
good news which the first evange-
lists carried to the world, which
gained the Church its converta They
'affirmed with certainty that, in
the Pauline phrase, Christ “hath
abolished death.” It is a message
which seems to be heard far too
seldom from the modern pulpy,
preoccupied by other and lesser
themes. And, partly perhaps for
this reason, its overwhelming im-
portance and its implications sel-
dom have their right place in the
thought of the world.
