WASHINGTON, Dec. 17—(AP)—
Working under an admonition from
President Roosevelt to reach an
agreement by Friday, a group of
business, labor and government re-
presentatives sought today to werk
out a plan for insuring unlnterrul)t-
ed arms production for the duration

the war.

“We have got to keep things go-
ing,” Mr. Roosevelt told the con-
ferees in an extemporaneous ad-
dress at the White House before
the meeting had organized. “We
can't have stoppames....The coun=
try is expecting something for you
in a hurry—I don't say by tomorrow
night—but it will be a thrilling
thing if we could get something out
in the way of a unanimous agree-
ment by tomorrow night, Thursday.
or at the latest Friday night.”

Chairman Willlam H. Davis told
reporters that the conferees had
agreed that no announcement would
be m other than that
sion would be resumed tomorrow
morning, and that today’s meeting
was “excellent.”

Cautioning the ﬁroup that the
American way of life is in grave
danger, Mr, Roosevelt predicted that
the war would “go on for a long

time.

“And s0,” he added, “I have ask-
ed you here to help win this war,
}ust as much as if you were in uni-
orm, 1 am going to use a word
which none of us llke—and I don't
either, The word is ‘must’. I am ap=
plying the word ‘must’ to you as in=
dividuals and to myself. ...
