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A ROSY REPORT
MADE IN GERMANY

Clalms Victory and Uninterrupted Progress in
Poland and Capture of 10.000 Prisoners. Cool
Admission of Loss of Squadron in South At-
lantic - Which They Cloim to Have Hntici-

pated.

(Special to The Guardian)

BERLIN, Dec. 13.—The occupation
by Gérman forces, which were advanc-
ing on Warsaw from the North, of
Przasnye, recently reported unofficial-
ly, is said definitely by the official
Press Bureau to have been accomplish-
ed. This is the most important factor
in the latest developments from the
Eastern theatre of war and while in
itself not important shows the Ger-
mans have begun active offensive
operations North of the Vistula in the
direct line of communication between
Wwillenberg, East Prussia, and Warsaw,
This shows that the advance is di-

rected against the fortified line along |

the narrow river. If this line were
broken the Germans would be in the
rear of Warsaw which would exercise
a deciding influence on the Polish cam-

paign. News from South Poland and
Galicia makes it clear that notwith-
standing certain success is achieved
by Germans and Austrians, severc re-
sistance is being encountered every-
where, Evidently the Austrian forces
in the Carpathians are too small to
clear the. Hungarian territory of the
enemy alone ahd must attack and re-
pulse one column after another. The
Austrians report 10,000 Russians cap-
tured but fail to say within what per-
iod, making the report meaningless.
Operations in Servia are also meeting
dogged resistance but are proceeding
South of Belgrade.

The loss of the cruiser squadron off
the Falkland Islands is regretted but
is hardly a surprise since it was not
expected the ships would escape from
their pursuers.

WINTER MILD IN
NORTHERN RUSSI

LONDON, Dec. 13.—A Petrograd
despatch says that enormous quan-
tities of all sorts of goods from Eng-
land and elsewheré are awaiting re-
shipment at Archangel. These include
half-a-million tons of coal, thousands
of tons of herring, machinery, cottons
and chemicals. Winter has been ex-
ceptionally mild, and it is expected
that navigation will remain open until
the middle of January with the help
of ice-hreakers.

FOR TRUCE FOR
CHRISTMAS FAILED

ROME, Dec. 13. — Osservatore
Romano, the Vatican Organ, referring
to efforts of Pope Benedict to bring
about a truce during the Christmas
season among the warring powers,
says: “ The August Pontiff, in homage,
faith and devotion to Christ the Re-
deemer, who is the Prince of Peace,

also by reason of sentiments of
humanity and pity,” especially to-
wards the families of combatants,

addressed confidentially the belliger-
ent governments to ascertain how they
would receive a proposal for a truce
during such a solemn festivity as
Christmas.

“ All the powers declared they
highly appreciated the loftiness of the
Pope’s initiative. The majority gave
their sympathetic adherence' to the
proposal, but some did not feel able
to agree to it. Thus, lacking the neces-
sary unanimity, the Pontiff has been
unable to reach the benevolent result
which the paternal heart of his holi-
ness promised himself.”

continued pursuit of the fleeing enemy
and occupied Baina, Basta, Rogat-
chitza and Kamenitza. In the direc-
tion of Milanovatz and Belgrade the
enemy’s attacks have been unsuccess-
ful. + Along this front the enemy has
commenced to retreat and our troops
are advancing. On the Danube front
there is no change. Dec. 11, we took
prisoners, seven officers and 4,770
soldiers, several of whom were wound-
ed. We also captured three quick
firing guns, eight field guns, mortar,
munition waggons, several automo-
biles, searchlight and a large quantity
of war material.

CIRCUS TRAPEZE' WAS
GERMAN FIELD SIGNAL.

BUCHAREST, Dec. 12.— “And what
is it that is in the box?” asked the cus-
toms official at Bodza, on the Rouman-
ian frontier. “Where are your horses,
your caravans, your tents?”

“We are really circus people,” said
one of the two German travellers.
“Our vans and the rest of the troupe
are on the road. We are going to Con-
stantinople, and we are in a hurry.”

The stolid customs man was un-
moved. He knew that Turkey was
relying upon German military officers.
These two circus men told him the
box contained their trapeze wires.
They were engaged to perform before
the Sultan’s harem.

“If the rest of your troupe are com-

ing soon,” said the customs man,
“you can wait and get through with
them. Besides, you cap make money
by performing here. We have seldom
good circuses.”
The two travellers protested too
much, whereupon soldiers opened the
box and found a complete military
field telegraph apparatus.

ITALIANS TO FIGHT

ARRIVAL OF RUSSIAN

rival of the Russian Emperor at Tifl-
is and the enthusiastic reception he
has received in the Causasus relieves
considerable apprehension which has
prevailed regarding that section of
the country. His arrival at Tiflis is
chronicled yesterday.

The apprehension regarding Caucas-
us was due to the fact that emisaries
of the Turks and the Germans had
started a propogonda in that region
promising the Geargians establish-
ment of the ald Georgian kingdom and
enlisting Mohammedan sympathy for
Turkey.

Nobody doubted the sentiment of
the Armenians and the cultured Mo-
hammedans and Georgiang, but many
doubted the illiterate Georgians and
Mohammedans, who constitute three-
quarters of th2 population of the Cau-
casus. The Emperor's trip and trecep-
tion have now dispelled all fears.

DR. DUDLEY GOES TO PRISON.

HOULTON, Me., Dec. 12.-- Dr. Lio-
nel E. Dudley, pleaded guilty to man-
slaughter and brought his trial for
the murder of Mildred Sullivan to a
close. He was sentenced this after-
noon to not less than ten or not more
than twenty years at the state prison.
Dr. Dudley attributed his downfall to
drink.

Alice Pelletier, Dr. Dudley's sweet-
heart, retracted her plea of not guilty
to being an accessory in the case and
pleaded guilty. She was sentenced to
not less thap one and a half years nor
more than three years in the state pri-
son, recommending two years.

The indictment for murder against
Kate Michaud was not pressed and
she was released.

Ambrose Bridge, the Sullivan girl's
lover, arraigned for being an acces-
sory to an alleged operation entered a
plea of not guilty and was remanded
to Jail,

BE RESTORED

Successful Representation by Delegates of the

Charlottetown Board

of Trade to the Inter-

colonial Management Resuits in Restoration of

Saturday Excursions
Fare.

As the result of representations
made by the Charlottetown Board of
Trade the Management of the Inter-
colonial Railway have consented to
restore the Saturday excursion first-
class fares on the Prince Edward Is-
land Ralilway.

A deputation from the Board of
Trade, consisting of Judge Stewart,
President, and Mr. J. P. Gordon, went
to Moncton on Saturday to press the
matter oy Mr. Gutelius, General Man-
ager. As Mr. Gordon had to proceed
to Montreal, he had little time to dis-
cuss the matter, but Judge Stewart
had a fairly long interview with Mr.
Gutelius, who was accompanied by
Mr. Hayes and Mr, Melanson.

The Judge pointed out that the Sat-
urday excursion was greatly appreciat-
ed by the country people who come to
town to do their week-end shopping,
and its withdrawal was likely to ad-
versely affect the interests of both the
farmers and the merchants. It was
further explained that since the aboli-
tion of these Saturday returns there
had been a falling off of about fifty
per cent. in the first-clags tickets is-
sued at certain country stations.

In reply Mr. Gutelius stated that the '
total receipts for passenger tickets
did not bear this out, the month of
November showing an increase of $700
in passenger traflic over the corres-
ponding month of last year, when the
Saturday excursions were in vogue.
He also explained that nowhere else
on the Intercolonial system were Sat-
urday excursions conceded except in

the summer months; moreover, Prince
Edward Island enjoyed the privilege of
second-class returns all the year round,
a privilege unknown elsewhere. The
second-class returp was equivalent to
the single firstclass fare, so that it
farmers desired to travel on the week-
end, there was nothing to hinder them
taking advantage of the second-class
return tickets.

Judge Stewart rejoined by pointing

N THE CHURCHES YESTERDAY

In Zion Church last night the pas-
tor,‘Rey. G. ¢, Taylor, gave in his ser-
mon, delivered in his typically easy |
and fluent, withal forceful style, a
strong moral lesson which could not
fail to appeal to the better and nobler
judgment of his hearers. His subject
was “The Pleasures of Sin,” and he
based his remarks on two texts, first
the Book of Proverbs, 16, and the 11th
Chapter of Paul's. Epistle to the He-
brews, 24 and 25—*"There is a way
that seemeth right unto a man but the
end thereof are the ways of death,”
and “Choosing rather to suffer afflic-
tion with the people of God than to en-
joy the pleasures of sin for a season.”

It was almost forced on them, he
said, when they used such a phrase
as ‘‘the pleasures of sin,” could there
be any pleasure in sin? And at once
they had to reply, if there were no
pleasure in sin there would be no sin-
ners. No man would go out of his
way, would go aside from the path of

pleasure in his transgression. Men
who went into sin invariably were
seeking something they imagined to
be better than what they experienced,
were seeking that which was pleasant,
“The tragedy of life,” said Mr. Taylor,
“is in this, that left to our own choice
between good and evil, good seems to
be difficult and evil scems to be easy;
good seems at times to be unpleasant
in the attainment of it and evil seems |
s0 easy and so pleasant. And so men |
turn aside after the evil, believing in
their own hearts that they are doing
something for their owp profit, be-
lieving that all admonitions and ad-
vices are only applicable to other
cases and not to theirs. So far they
have found the way of evil to be plea-
sant and will not admit that this is
sin. They say it is a pleasant way of
spending life and almost pity the man
who walks in austere righteousness.
There is another side to it. This path
they are walking in seems not only to
afford pleasure; but they tell you that
all this talk about the sinfulness of
pleasure is a great mistake—that men
were born to be happy and anything
that interferes with their happiness
is sinful; that the only thing that will
make a man really that which he was
intended to be is that which ministers
to his pleasure. But what about the
end? Have you ever considered what
it will amount to when the bill is hand-
ed in? Have you ever thought that
you are paying too heavy a price for
the pleasure that sin promises? Sin
goes along assuring us that there is
no possible harm coming, that no
doubt here and there fools have gone
down and sold themselves to the plea-
sure that lasted for a moment; ‘but
we are not such fools,’ Sin says to us;
‘we are wise men, and what is more,
if you find that the bargain is not a
good one you are at liberty to turn
again. You are master of your own
soul.” That is what Sin says to us.
You remember how it was with Sam-
son, going down to the Phillistines to
‘“ have a good time,” as the young
men would say.

In their own way they had
made their choice and found, to their
bitter sorrow, that ‘“there is a way
that seemeth right unto a man but the
end thereof are the ways of death.”
There is this of pathos in it, that it is
so hard to detect the evit when it
comes to us ip the form of good. Sin
has always been able to hold its place
in the market, because it does honour
its promises; we have its cheque al-
ways cashed in full, as it were. Ye
shall be as gods, knowing good from
evil, But what did that barren know-
ledge amount to? There is Judas
reaching out for the thirty pieces of
silver. He gets them; they were pro-
mised him. And all he could buy was
a tragic grave. Those who allow sin
to lead them say, there {8 no obliga-
tion in the sinner; there are no com-
mandments to observe, no one to
speak a word of authority, no one fo
say “thou shalt not.” It is not the
magnitude of sin that couns; it is not
the smallness or bigness of sin that
matters, but it is the direction in which
that sin leads us. Does it matter whe-
ther we go headlong to ruin or slip
gradually over the precipice? Sin,
whether it be big or infinitesimal has
the inevitable tendency to sever your .
connection with heaven. There is one
thing necessary to get away from sin
and its consequences, and it is to sit
down and seriously count the cost.
Distinguish between the sham and the
reality, and then see how much sin
has to give when it comes down to
that which is substantial and lasting.
