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Island Table Potato
Exports Over Half Of
Whole Dominion Total

Prince Bdward Island potato
‘growers shipped approximately 51
per-cent of all the table potatoes
that Canada exported from July 1,
1947 to March 31, 1948, according
to a recent report frcm the Do-
minfon Department of Agricult-
ure, During that time, 832,667 bu-
shels were exported from the
Province  compared to 810,782
bushels from the rest of Canada.

The figures for table stock ex-
ports to the United States last
month, when conpared to those
for March, 1947, show a decided
falling off. Last month only 4,831
bushels went to the United States
as compared to 20,912 bushels in
March, 1947, This disparity, how-
ever, is not reflected in the pver-
all exportations to the United
States of Island table stock for
the crop years of 1946 and 1947.

The small export figure for last
month's shipments of table stock
to the United States Is accounted
for by the fact that cxports of
table stock to that market by wae
ter last fall were mmuch greater

The report of the Dominlon
Department of Agriculture shows
that, apart from the United
States, Newdoundland js now the
Island’s best foreign market for
table® stock. 6,027 bushels went to
Newfoundland last month come
pared to 1,017 bushels in March
of 1046.

Other countries which tdok Is-
land grown potatoes for their
tables last month include Ber-
muda, 1,900 bushels; Bahamas,
141; Jamaica, 638; Trinidad, 2.925;
British Guiana, 2,956,

Total Shipments

Up to April 22nd. Island grow-
ers have shipped 5,136,000 bushels
of the 1847 crop. Of those, 2,276,800
bushe’s were shipped to Canadian
markets west of the Maritimes;
1,185,600 bushels went to the Un-
