Analysis by a government expent
showed the peat to be of high
quality and very rich.

Multiple canals, several feet ap-
art, were dug to convey peat floats
from the bog excavation to a stor-
age basin, a quarter of a mile dis-
tant. The newly built storage basin
150 feet square and  several feet
deep, has porous earthen walls and
a present capacity of 200 tons. Thr
basin is filled with peat by the
simple method of opening dams in
the series of canals leading from
the bog to the main sluiceway
This cleverely contrived trans-
portation system has made it pos-
sible for Foster to produce peat
at a profit. Cost of trucking the
;ga.terim would have been prohib-

ve.

When the basin is full the water
drains off through the porcus
walls, leaving the peat in a solid-
ified mass ready for cutting intc
squares or lumps. Thes2 can easily
be loaded into trucks for shipment
to the waterfront, where the cargo
is sluiced aboard ships and ca--
ried to the mainland ports of St.
Andrews and Saint John.

Source of the water making the
canals possible is a boiling spring
two miles ncrth of the bog. The
swiftly moving stream, strangely
enough, does not undermine the
canal sides, and buoyancy of the
peat averts clogging.

The present task of digging the
peat with shovels is laborious and
monotonous. “One should have a
stimulant of some kind handy all
the time to pep one up”, said Fos-
ter, su.iling. “The more stimulant
used the more peat would be cut”
He estimated 50 men could pro-
duce 500 to 1,000 tons a day, pro-
viding the workers felt “pretty
good” most of the time.

Foster is considering a nove!
scheme to eliminate digging. His
plan involves placing a powerboat,
equipped with specially designed
propeller blades, in the bog cun-
als. “All a fellow will have to do
then,” he remarked, “is to start the
engine, sit back comfortaby in the
