Situation

Apropos the turbulent situation in Palestine,
it is worth noting, as is done in the British
Government's statement of August 14, that no
country in the world has been a better or more
oonsistent friend ol the Jewish people than
Britain.  When they were persecuted by Iit-
ler, the Bruish people not only protested most
vigorously, but received a large body of refugees
from Nazi barbarism into their country,  IEven
during the war, when Britshers were hard-
pressed for shelter and supplics, more were al-
lowed in.  Altogether, 200,000 refugees — a
large proportion of them Jews — landed in
Britain.

It was under the DBritish Mandate that
nearly 300,000 Jews scttled legally in Palestine,
where a great Jewish community now  exists.
When it was threatened with Nazi invasion —
a terrible threat to the Palestinian Jews—DBri-
tish arms prevented that dread possibility, The
Jews in Dlalestine were given arms so that
they might be equipped for their own defence
against their would-be liquidators frem Nazi
Grmany, and to enable them to partake in the
common struggle, Under the Union Jack there
are no pogroms: Jews enjoy all the rights of
civil liberty,

Such is the record of Great Britain, now the
subject of bitter and unfair attack by many—
though by no means all—Jews, on account of
“the unhappy events in Dalestine, in the course,
of which British soldiers doing their duty have
been killed, wounded and kidnapped, not in
open and straightiorward battle, but from am-
bush and even in the course of hospitality.
Moreover, civil servants serving Palestine no
less than Britain, and ordinary quiet citizens
going about their peaceful business have been
the victims of outrage more worthy of Nazis
than of the Jewish victims of Nazis.

Against this background, the British Govern-
ment give the facts, and their decision about
the illegal immigration to Palestine  which
threatens both civil war and a breakdown of
government in that historic land. In Decem-
ber, 1945, the quota of 735000 Jewish immi-
grants permitted to enter Palestine under the
provisions of the \White L'aper was exhausted.
Nevertheless, pending a final decision on the
future policy for l’alestine, Britain authorized
the continuance of Jewsih immigration at the
rate of 1,500 monthly. Instead of this provis-
jon being accepted pending decisions on long-
term policy, there has Dbeen an increasing flow
of illegal immigrants into Dalestine. The num-
bers of these illegal immigrants have to be set
off against the monthly quotas, and those al-
ready held in camps in Palestine or on ships in
Haifa harbour are more than sufficient to ab-
sorb the whole quota for many months ahead.
However, illegal immigrants in considerabie
numbers are known to be on their way to Pales-
tine. Moved by sympathy for the suffering
of the Jewish people in TFurope the British
Government has hitherto allowed illegal immi-
grants to land, in spite of the grave embarrass-
ment caused to the Ialestine authority both in
the administration of the quota and by the ne-
cessity for detaining in camps those whose en-
try was not immediately possible under the quota.

The forbearance thus shown by the Govern-
ment has, however, been interpreted by those
responsible for the trafiic as a sion of weak-
ness, and as an arcument to redouble their ef-
forts to increase the flow of illegal immigrants
still  further. Recent developments have  re-
vealed this traffic as a widely ramifitd and
highly organized movement supported, by very
large financial —contributions from /1(le115[
sources, which has heen built m».:mr! put into
operation by unscrupulous persons i an at-
tempt—to force the hand of I1is Majesty’s Gov-
ernment and anticipat r decision on future
policy in Palestine. The organizers maintain a
closely-knit network of agents in the countries
of Eastern and Southern I<urope, by whom con-
siderable numbers of displaced Jews are mov-
ed from points of departure as far distant as
Poland down to the Mediterranean seaboard.
Thence, herded into over-crowded and un-sea-
worthy ships with insufficient food, and in con-
ditions of the utmost privation and squalor,
they are brought ‘across the A\Tulimrrnncnn.in-
spired by a conviction, carefully instilled into

them, that this is their only road to safety. In-

all this process, the-laws and regulations of
the countries concerned are ignored ; identity
and ration cards, travel documents, etc, are
forged on @ large scale: food, clothing, medical
supplies and' transport, provided by UNRRA
and other agencies for the relief of suffering
in Europe, are diverted to the manitenance of
what is openly described- as the “Underground
Railway to Palestine.” .
Apart from its illegality, the immigration
and traffic to Palestine is a source of grave
danger to law and order in Palestine. The

tion clearly cannot be tolerated any longer.
Accordingly, immigrants arriving illegally are
henceforward being conveyed to Cyprus or else-
where, and housed in camps there until a decis-
ion can be taken as to their future.

In announcing this decision, His Majesty’s
Government made it clear that, while they can-
not tolerate this attempt by a minority of Zion-
ist extremists to create a situation prejudicial to
a just settlement, they are deeply sensible of
the sufferings undergone by the Jewish com-
munity and are anxious to bring them to an
end as soon as possible,

It is clear that a permanent solution can only
be brought about if Jews and Arabs are pre;
pared to enter upon discussions to devolve a
practical scheme for harmonizing the claims of
these two historic peoples.

Is This

Democracy?

A striking instance of the extent to which
bureaucratic control is undermining democracy
in Canada was given in the House of Commons
the other day by Mr. J. M. Macdonnell. Speak-
ing on the IForeign Exchange Control Bill, and
noting that the business community was not
represented when the Bill was first discuss-
ed, Mr. Macdonnell said:

“Business people do not like to come down
here and say things that are unacceptable to
the powers-that-be. The officials in the de-
partment have great power. I want to press
that. . . Let us look at the facts. Our na-
tional income has doubled over 10 years. \Why?
Because the Dominion Government was in bus-
iness, because more than half our business was
Government business. Is there any mystery,
then, in saying that people are a little shy of
coming down here and saying things that Gov-
ernments do not like? Just examine the ex-
tent to which Government is in business of all
kinds, and see how much the income of busi-
ness, even of the banks, depends on the good
will of the Government and of the governor of
the Bank of Canada and the financial author-
ities. That is as true as we are standing here.”

Commenting on this statement The Financial
Post remarks:

“If this is true, and there would seem to be
considerable confirmation, it is obviously an un-
healthy condition and one which endangers demo-
cracy. It is only through constructive and
justified criticism that government will be ‘kept
on its toes.” The authorities should welcome
criticism and should prefer to have it out in the
open where it may better be answered or a
remedial action taken.”
