Canada At War

WASHINGTON, April 25 —(CP)
—A misconception, if not an abys-
mal ignorance of Canada’s war ef-
fort, exists in the United States.
Tre average American has no idea
of the extent and divarsity of Can-
ada’s contribution to the fight for
{reedom, freedom on this contin-
ent as well as Europe.

To fill this gap, to provide a
comprehensive record of Canada at
War, John W. Dafoe, editor-in-chief
of the Winnipeg Free Press, has
edited “Canada Fights,” An Ameri-
can Democracy at War,” which has
been published in the United States
by Farrar and Rinehart, Inc. It is
the joint work of five Canadian
newspapernren, Grant Dexter,
Bruce Hutchinson, George V. Fer=
guson, B, T. Richardson, Mr. Dafoe
and Dr, Percy Corbett of McGill
University.

It 1s a storehouse of facts and
figures relating to Canada’s war ef-
fort presented in a way to appeal
to American readers, Indeed, the
average Canadian will find in it
many things he never knew about
his own country’s war effort or
knew only in a sketchy sort of way,
thliggs that should {ill him with
pride

A preface supplied by Mr. Dafoe
says the book was written “primar-
ily to meet what is known to be a
desire on the part of many citizens
of the United States for informa-
tion, comprehensive and up-to-dats,
about the participation by Canada,
and American democracy, in the
war in’ defence of the democratic
way of life; and also about Canada -
as joint protector with the Unit-
ed States of the Integrity and in-
dependence of the North American
continent against the designs of
totalitarian powers.”

The book starts with the Ogdens-
burg meeting in August, 1940, of
Prime Minister Mackenzie King and
President Roosevelt, when the Can-
adlan-A' altican Joint Defence A-
greement was signed, and shows, in
the light of that historic pronounce-
ment, that Canada can carry her
own weight in any war involving
the defence of the North Ameri-
can continent, It goes further than
that: It shows that Canada is mak-
ing a tremendous contribution, in
blood, treasure and sweat, to the
defence of the political and social
principles that have made North

America what 1t is.
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explain why Canada alone among
‘the American nations declared war
against Germany seven days after
Britain declared war in Septem-
ber, 1939. It points out that Can-
ada made this decision voluntarily,
on its own authority as a nation
of .sovereign power and with com-
plete freedom of action. Many rea-
sons are suggested for the spon-
taneous response of the Canadian
people to the German attack on
freedom, democracy and everything
for which Canada stood, and it
sums up Canada’s present attitude
