Province of New Brunswick.

Rapidity of the company's de-

New Postage Stamp
For Canada and U. K.

OTTAWA, Oct. 17 — Postmaster
General G. Edouard Rinfret an-
nounces that on the 15th November.
five ‘'new postage stamps, 1-cent to
5-cent, denominations, bearing
portraits of His Majesty King
George VI, wil be issued, The
postage stamps were reproduced
from portraits by Dorothy Wilding
Portraits Limited, London, Eng-
land. The new issue will be the
same Size as and will replace the
current issue of stamps bearing
portraits of His Majesty in Miljtary
uniforms. The colours of the new
{ssues will be the same as the cur-
rent stamps of the same dencinin-
ations with the exception of the 2-
cent stamp which is being repro-
duced in a darker shade of brown.

The five new stamps will be

First day covers for
philatelists for this new issue will
be handled only by the Pogtmaster
at Ottawa, Ontario, and will be
despatched from this Post Office
on that date.
