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DR. F. J. CHEPHERD, AT
(Montreal Gazette.)

‘Dr. Francis J. Shepherd is to
day seventy years of age. He has
long stood the first” rank “of liv-
ing surgeons. His preparation was
thorough; his course at the Medi-
cal School of McGill College was
followed by study in Edinburgh,
and. London, Paris’ and Vienna, In
1875 he was appointed demonstra-
tor of anatomy at his alma mater.
In 1878 he was chosen as surgeon
to the outdoor department of the
Montreal General Hospital. In 1883
he was appointed as its attending
surgeon. He is today its vice-prest-
dent and consulting surgeon, In
1883 succeeded Dr. W. E.
Scoty professor of anatomy at
McGill, rilling that chair for thir-
ty years. His colleagues -declare
‘Ihill his was the chief influence
in forming McGill medical stu-
lclpnls during that long poriml. He
‘taught the primary courses in an-
atomy at the college, and the fin.
al years in surgery and dermato-
logy at the hospital. His class rolls
numbered four thousand, at leuast.
Six weeks ago, at the reunion of
McGill alumni, Dr, Shepherd was
zreatly cheereq many ol his
students gratefully credited thetr
ucecess to his ability and fidelity
is their teacher,

‘ll"nr two years Dr. Shepherd was
a fellowetudent with Dr. William
Osher, and tor ten years a collea-
gue. Their friendship was of fra-
ternal warmth. Dr. Shepherd 1a
wont to recall the days when Osler
and ha were students gogethen,
ind the chiet cause of disease, the
lirect foe of the surgeon, remain-
‘d undetected.

Dr, Shepherg has heen a
avent ‘contvibutor to medical nad
surgical journals., He je one of
the anthors of “The American
Text Book of Surgery,” which has
passed through many editions, He
as been honored with the presi-
deney of the Canadian Medical As
sociation and the Oermatological
Society. In 1913, at the Internat.
ional Congress of Medicine, in
L.ondon, .he was a vice-president.
Harvard, Edinburgh and other
leading universities have granted
him theiy highest degree, that of
L. L. D.

In 1914 Dy, Shepherd retired
from active practice, hut not from
active work, As the president of
the Art Association of Montreal,
he has toiled on its hehalp with
results never hefore recorded in
its history, He has obtained many
gifte of pictures for ity gallery;
these include canvases by the Mar.
