OTTAWA, Sept. 22—The export
of Canadian lumber during August
showed a large increase, the Unit-
ed Kingdom taking the largest
quantity.

The export of planks and boards
totalled 53,609,000 feet, which com-
pares with shipments of 37,846,000
in July, and the value was $970,571
as against $73,314 the previous
month.

Shipments to the United King-
dom, which included birch, Douglas
fir, cedar, pine and maple, had a
value of $471,382, while the United
States total' was $250,513.

The export of wood pulp and
screenings also increased in August.
The total was 685,196 cwt., compar-
ed with 658,522 cwt.,, in July, and
the value was $1,486,689.
