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A Chiet Justice Protests

-

Chie[ Justice Robertson of Ontario has spoken
out in protest against the growing tendency
which he has noted in governmental orders-in-
counctl of reversing a fundamental principal ot
Justice and compellng people to come to court
t prove their innocence.  Ihe occasion for his
protest, says the Globe and Mail, was a case iu-
volving the prosecution of a reputable citizen
for thie purchase of tires in breach of one of the
wartime industries control regulations.  The
plea of the defendant that he had been unaware
of the existence of the violated regulation had
been accepted us valid by a county court jidge,
but the Department of Just:ce had challenged
the acquittal by an appeal, only to have its sus-
tained: by the appellate court of Ontario.

The delivery of judgment gave Chief Justice
Robertson an opportuuty (o deplore the viola-
tion ot the long-established British  principle
that in the eyes of the law an accused person
should be regarded as innocent until his guilt
has bezn proved. “The burden of proving gult,”
conments the Globe and Mail, “used always to
be laid upon the Crown.  But nowadays, in
Canada at least, under the new regime of burcau-
cratic tyranny wiiich a government armed with
almost omnpoteng authority under the war meas-
ures act has {osteved, this principle is continu-
ously tlouted. \lmost every week there occurs
sunle prosecution m which a person accused of
violation of some  wartime regulation is auto-
matically assumed to be guilty, and is called on
1o prove his mnocence to escape conviction.

“lhe Wartime Prices and Trade Board, which
1o the moast frequent prosecytor 1 sych cases, is
meiely the exccutive instrument of a governme it
wih has developed a dictatorial complex, and
during a grim struggle for democratic freedom
has abandoned all serious concern for elemen
1ary nights of the citizen.  Ministers have long
ceased 1n the framing of their legislation and or-
ders-in-council to exercise for the preservation
these rights the vigilance which their pro
teused devotion to Loberal principles should as-
sit Sois it Jittle wonder that their officials
ses po apcesatty 1o pay attention to such rights.”

the Globe and Mail notes that Chiei Justice
Robertson, m denouncing sych practices, was
following the example of 4 former Chief Juys-
tive of England, the late Lord Hewart.  When
he visited Canada in 1027 as the chief guest af
a joint meeting of the Canadian and American
Bar Associations, Lord Hewart thus spoke his
mind on this subject:

“The name ‘self-government’ woyld be a
mockery, if it should come to mean governmen:
by a vast army of anonymous officials, hidden
{tom view, but placed abuve the law and ad-
ministering a topsv-turvy syvstem whereby the
servants of the public have made themselves its
master.”

Lord Hewart sunplemented his repeated strice
tuics from the bench and on public piatfqrms
against the autocratic ways of officialdom by
writing a book about them called “The New Des-
potism”. Its publication is said to have had a very
salutary effect in Dritain.  “It is to be hoped.”
adds our Torontg contemporary, “that some sim
ilar result will follow in Canada from Chief
Justice Robertson’s timely protest.”

Old Age Pensions

A good deal of information about old age
pensions was labled in the Hoyse of Commons
recently, in reply to a scries of guestions on the
order paper.  Up o Dec. 31, 1943, the ligures
by provinegs of old age pensioners, and the
average monthly payments, were as follows:—
Alberta 11,073, $22.60; British Columbia 14,
544, $23.56; Manitoba 12,294, $23.33; New
Brunswick 11,876, $17.03; Nova Scotia 14,093,
$17.03; Untario 50,364, $22.80; Prince LEdward
Island 1,902, $18.51; Quebec 47,336, $22.38;
Saskatchewan 12,863, $22.90; Northwest Ter-
ritories 8, $25.00.

The provinces of Prince Lidward Island, (Que-
bec, Ontario, Manitoba and Saskatchewan have
the power to control property owned by old age
pensioners and blind pensioners under the au-
thority of provincial legislation. At the time
of the last Dominion examination of the pro-
vincial pension accounts, these provinces ap-
peared to be tollowing the general practice of
filing liens or registration notices as author-
ized by their legislation.

There is no agreement and no regulation re-
garding the filing of such liens, other than the
general agreement of each pension authority to
administer pensions in accordance with the Act
and the regulations. The provincial pension au-
thorities have followed different policies, some
have refused to follow the administrative re-
quirement of making claims against the estates
of deceased pensioners, others have suggested
that it might be desirable either to discontinue
making claims in all cases or to limit claims to
In view of this situation, the
provincial pension authorities are being ad-
vised that whether or not recovery should be
made from estates where the net value does not
exceed two theusand dollars will be left entire-
ly to their discretion.

The German action is nevertheless understand-
able. The Belgians first exploited the homing
traits of the pigeon to promote races — the in-
ital race was hetween Paris and Liege in 1820~
and their Lreeders gave to the world the “Ant-
werp carrier,” pre-eminent among racing birds,
With an invasiop in the effing, 1t is not surpris.
ing that the Nazis do not want a lot of Belgian
birds ready ty serve their owners. How com-
pletely they will be able to enforce the decree iy
another question. Owners are required to turp
identification rings over to local mayors as proof
that the pigeons have died or have been killed.
It scems certain that birds not actually put to
death will be closely confined. An escaped
pigeon hovering around its home would not be
a symbol of peace but evidence that the law was
being defied. ‘T'he editor of News From Bel-
gium, organ of the information centre, predicts
that once the German eagle has been brought to
earth thousands of Belgian doves will appear
from nowhere to herald the final victory. The
lash and the firing squad have not robbed Bel-
gians of their 4 rit: no decree can deprive them
of their pigeon.,

Dr. Smirle
Lawson, chiel o roner for Ontario, after con-
ferring w.th o.icals of the attorney general's
department has ordered an inquest mto the death
of a Toronto man from the effects of surfani-
lamide drug. The decision was reached after
reviewing the circymstances surrounding the
deaths of 10 other persons in Toronto in the
last year, all believed dye to taking too large
quantities of the drug. In most cases it was
taken without a doctor’s prescription byt in oth-
ers it had been prescribed.
