This statement disclosed that 25
other persons also had stood trial
as “members of a network of -in-
formers which acted in our coun-
try in the interests of a foreign
power,” and that only three were
acquitted because of insufficient
evidence.

The case was the first to come
to g}l‘xbnc notice since Italy enter-
ed the war a little more than six
months ago.
