These facts are revealed in stat-
Istics issued by the Prince Edward
Island Board of Fire Underwriters,
in conngetion with Fire Prevention
week, which i{a being observed from
October 3 to 9.

In the last five years, Prince Ed-
ward Island fire losses have
amounted to $937,883, an average
of $187,576 per year, or a per capita
loss average of $1.98.

Smokers' carelessness caused ap-
proximately 30 per cen®* of the
fires in Canada in 1942, and des-
troyed property valued at $1,752,676.
Chimneys, stoves, furnaces, boil.
ers, and smoke pines started 9,280
fires, with a loss of $5,135,809, while
electrical wiring, hot ashes, coals,
open fires, matches, and other
sources were responsible for the
balance.
