TETOTALERS BECAUSE
HOUSE NUMBER CHANGED

MIDDLEBORO, Jan 27—Residents
on several of the 1most prominent
streets in this town find themselves
forced to be teetotalers even against
their wishes on account of a recent
change in street numbers.

LLOYD’S BLACK YEAR
