ward the cause of European peace.

General Syrovy, emerging as the
Republic’s strong man in the hour
of its greatest crisis, took over the
War Ministry portfolio in addi-
tion to the premiership,

Beethoven's genius, and the recit-
alist did it full justice, bringing cut
in particular, all the beauty of the
Andante Con Moto, which is the
second movement.

Mr. MacEwen next played the
Barcarole of Chopin, followed by a
group of etudes from Opus 10 and
Opus 26. To this listener, the second
etude of the group was very
lovely and _ poignant, The Po-
lonaise in F sharp minor, with
its martial vigor and stately
cadences was the concluding num-
ber of the Chopin group.

The final selection was the Son-
ata in B minor by Franz Lizt, and
in this piece as well as in the
Mephisto Waltz, played as an en-
care, those who like virtuosity and
bravura were given ~an oppor-
tunity to enjoy themselves. —lLiszt
as a man had many fine quali=
ties. Prosperous himself because
of his fame as a transcendent pi-
anist, he gave generously of his
help and funds to any needy music-
ian who required his help, ‘and dis-
posed of large sums in charity. As
a musician he made excellent trans-
eriptions for the piano of several of
the organ works of Bach and the
orchestral works of Beethoven. But
it is a thousand pities that in his
case the virtuoso should have run
away with the composer. Mr. Mac-
Ewen's technigue Was quite equal
to the formidable demands Lisat
made upon it, and his performance
of these numbers was most brill-
iant.
