The Manitoba Free Press is a great
newspaper printed in Winnipeg, Dur-|
ing ten years past it has distributed
Christmas souvenirs of rare interest
and quality to all the leading news-
papers of the Dominion,. which The
Guardian has had the pleasure of ac-
knowledging from year to year. In

This year it is entitled A Piece of
Buflalo Hide, ‘the piece being 4 by 6
inches in size, nicely tanned, and
mounted with a bronze bufialo ram-
pant. It is very pretty and eflective.

As in previous years a pretty de-
scriptive booklet accompanies the
r:minder and tells that the bity of
hide is from' the skin of a buffalo
vhich was one of the famous herd of
ome hundreds bought by the Canadi-
in .Government some five years ago
in Pablo, Montana, and brought in
tars to Canada, They are now es-
tablished at the Bufialo Park, 107,000
acres in extent, at Wainwright, on
the Grand Trunk Pacific Railway he-
tween Winnipeg and Edmoenton, In
May last there were 865 head of buf-
fulo in this park, and 200 calves. At
another park near Lamont gtation op
the C. P. R. there are 53 buflalo..
Both parks also contain moose, deer,
elk and antelope, the object being to
preserve these game animals from
extinction, The total number of bui-
falo thus cared for and protected on
feeding grounds adapted to their needs
is 1,132 head.

Formerly the number of bufialo in
the west was almost countless, esti-
mated from 50,000,000 to 75,000,000.
So long .as only Indians hunted them,
and they with arrows and spears, the
herds remained numerous. Later when
the Indians got firearms, and white
hunters also took part in the excit-
ing chase, the slaughter of buffalo for
their skins became enormous, until
their total destruction seemed immi-
nent. It is interesting to know that
a considerable and increasing rem-
nant will now be saved.

The Free Press hooklet ig hand-
somely printed and . contains much in-
teresting statistical information
about the Free Press newspaper, and
about Winnipeg and the Northwest
generally.
