ST. JOHN, Feb. 8—R. D. Reynolds,
of " the civil administration service,
Washington (D. C.), was a visitor to
the city yesterday. Nr. Reynolds,
who has been in Panama looking af-
ter the interests of the United States
Government since construction wark
on the Panama Canal was commenc-
ed, is now making a tour : for his
health’s sake. Speaking of the work
which is heing done on the canal,
Mr. Reynolds said that notwithstand-
ing the fact' that excellent progress
has been madeg it ‘will be fully five |
years yet before' the ' canal will be
constructed. 'Thq enormous amount
of work to "be- done can; he gaid,
only be realized when ome considers
that an opening 500 feet wide and
500 feet deep has to be hewn out of
almost solid rock. There are at pre-
sent 100 steam shovels and 30,000
men, made up of all classes, engag-
ed in the work. The canal when fin-
ished will cost the United States
Government something like-$500,000;
000, more than $150,000,000 in excess
of the estimated cost.

Mr. Reynolds also spoke very in-
terestingly of the conditions prevail-
ing in Panama. ‘‘The natives thére,’
he said, ‘‘are in a semi-barbarous
state and the American police expe-
rience great difficulty in trying to
break them of their demroralizing ha-
bits. They ‘are very indifferent
about their person and unless close-
ly watched will run through : the
streets in a nude state.’’

Speaking of the cost of livin
there, Mr. Reynolds staggered the re-
porter who, by the way, has always
lived in St. John, when he smilingly
remarked, ‘‘the people there only
paid ten cents for an €gg, or in
other words, $1.20 a dozen.’’

“Mr. Reynolds will leave' for Wash-
ington today, where he will spend
some time before returning to resume
bis duties at Panama. /
