Mr. H. L. Fowler, a native of
this Province who has made an
outstanding record as manager of
the Consumers’ Cooperative Re-
finery at Regina and has recently
i arcepted a position as manager of
the National Farm Machinery Co-
operative in Indiana, spoke elo-
quently on the development of the
cooperative movement.

Among other things he told of
the first co-operative refinery in
the world, the Consumers’ ~Co-
operative Refineries Limited which
was incorporated in 1934 and
Sstarted refining in  May, 1935,
From an original capital of $32,-
000, this refinery has now grown
until it has assets of $1,600,000
and a net worth of $950,000. Its'
net savings will, at the end of the“
present year, exceed $1,500,000. To
the individual farmer, farming a
section of land, the net result is
that today he is farming at a cost
for petrgleum products at a cost
of approXimately 3

Mr. Fowler also referred to the
establishment of the Canadian:
Co-operative Implements Limited.
“We have now approximately 25,-
000 members. We have failed to
find a satisfactory source of sup-
ply in Canada, and I might say
that every Canadian manufacturer
of note has been approached. Our
program now is to work out the
problem of a farm machinery co-
operative in complete co-operation
with the American regional co-
operative wholesales.”

National Farm Machinery Co-
operative 1s owned by the large
regional __ co-operative wholesales
of the United States and Cana-
dian Co-operative Implements
Limited. It has factories at Shelby-
ville, Indiana and Bellevue, Ohlo.
