Plane Missing For
Past Three Days

(Canadian Press)

OTTAWA, Ont., Feb. 20. — An
aeroplane of the government's
Hudson straits expedition piloted
)y Flying Officer A. Lewis and
carrying Flight Sergeant Terry and
one native, has been missing for
the past three days, the Depart-
ment of National Defence announc-
ed today.

The plane left Burwell on a pat._
rol and observation trip at 11
o'clock on the morning of February
17th and Officer Lewis at
3.16 p. m, that his position was
unknown and that he was landing
on the ice. That is the last in-
formation received of the plane al-
though search by dog team along
the coast has been undertaken.

A plane has also searched the
coast bétween Waken Bay and
Okpat * Island in Ungava Bay.
Squadron Leader T. A. Lawrence,
commander of the Hudson Strait
expedition, has reached Burwell
flying from Waken Bay and Flight
Liéutenant Leach has also reached
this point flying from Nottingham,
the National Defence Department's
advices state.

There are now three planes at
Burwell undertaking search of the
ice field. Flying Officer Lewis’
plane was equipped with emer-
gency rations, sleeping bags and a
small stove to meet an emergency
of this kind and it is trusted that
the endeavors now being made will
result in prompt finding of the
missing men and plane.
