Feb. 23, 1877. He was promoted cap-
tain on Pen. 6, 1887 ; major, in May.
1889, and Lieutenant Colonel in 1894.
He is perhaps the best known ar-
tillery officer ip Capada. He com
manded the two guns of ‘A’
Battery during the  North-West
Rebellion, beirg  specially men.
tioned in despatches for the way he
bancled his guns inthe actions of
Fish Creek and Batoche, were field
guns were fought at closer quarters to
an enemy than ever before in the
history or artiliery. The casualties of
"A’ Battery at Fish Creek were 21 per-
ceut of the total force engaged. Lient-
Colonel Drury has taken several artil-
lery courses with ths Royal Artillery
in Englend, and is a thoroughly skilled
artillerist. He was the priacipal or-
gauizer of the annual field firing camps
of the Canadian Field Attillery, which
has done so much to increase their effi-
ciency.
