While a number of
food manufacturers have provided war sup-
plies on varying scales, this participation in the
war programme in most instances has involved
only the divergence of substantial percentages
of regular or specialized production to the Arm-
ed Forces, Thus, the voiding of army food
contracts will mean only minor adjustments on
production lines, or a return to commercial
packaging.
