~rtalled expenditure, This for two
reasons—that since the Dominion
Government has assumed these
fields of taxation which we have
vacated, we lose not only the taxes
but also the cost of collecting those
taxes. I hope that as a result of that
lessening of the burden of admin-
ernment, (here will be a correspond-
istration on the part of the Gov-
in~ decrease in the cost of govern-
mental administration, The second
reason is an even stronger one;
that Iis the necessity which the
Government expressly recognizes of
limiting expenditures to the very
minimum during war time,

“Just as each one of us is expect-
ed to limit his expenditure to the
very essentials, so it is incumbent
on the Government in its adminis-
tration of affairs during these war
years to conduct its financing in
the same way, That is the ldea
which we ghould carry with us
when we consider the Estimates
when they come before the House.

“The Premier was inclined to
boast somewhat of the achieve-
ment of his Government in the
matter of what he called budgetary
control. I have glanced over
Public Accounts with an eye to
this, and it seems to me that the
Premier’s boast is not substantiated.
On page 42 we find set out the
items of expenditure with the cor-
responding estimates. If we take
some of these at random, we find
an extraordini situation.

“Under the heading “Ordinary
Expenditure, Falconwood Hospital,”
we find an expenditure of $130,792.-
50. The Estimate was $113,700. And
that was not casual Estimate; it
was the considered Estimate of the
House after prolonged debate and
serious consideration.”

Premier Campbell: “Of the Op-
position.”

Budgetary Control

Mr. McPhee: “Of the House. I
don't think there was a dissenting
vote on the Estimate, as it was
taken, In that item there is no sug-
gestion of any form of budgetary
control. I think there has been the
suggestion that this matter is an
elastic sort of thing; if any minis-
ter finds himself embarrassed by
the budgetary control which the
Legislature exercises, there 1s a
simple means of relieving himself
and substituting instead a sort of
sliding control which the Exccutive
gives. That is, if the Minister finds
that he is not keeping within bis
Estimates, all he has to do is to
g0 before the Council and they dis-
regard the instructions of the House
and increase the amount.”

Mr. McIntyre: “Wouldn't it be
better to do that than let the in-
mates die?”

Mr. McPhee: “I; my hon. friend
suggests that the Inmates were
dying, of course some medical move
was necessary.”

Premier Campbell: “They would
have died.”
McPhee: “I am suggesting

taot that particular item does not
indicate any degree of budgetary
control. Tt indicates a great deal of
budgetary elasticity and manipu-
lation.”

“In the item Supreme Court, un-
der Administraticn of Justice, we
estimated for $12,650 and there was
spent $18,201. In Tourist Promotion
we estimated roughly $16,000, and
we spent rougly $25,000. ‘That
another increase of about fifty per-
cent. Those figures, taken at ran-
dom from the Public Accounts, do
not suggest any degree of budget-
ary control at all.

“The Ieader of the Opposition
has already drawn attention to the
other aspect of the matter, The ex-
penditures for extra mural treat-
ment of tuberculosis were away be-
low :e amount which was estimat-
ed; I think the amont estimated
was $7,000 and the amount spent
was about $3,000. a1 the matter of
field services in the Department of
Agriculture, we estimated for $8,000
and the expenditure was cOrre-
spondingly below that amount, to
an ex‘ at which indicates a defin-
ite policy on the part of this Gov-
ernment, not to put into effect the
policies on which the House had
decided. So that, on the one hand,
as to certain items where the House
had specifically instructed the Min-
istry to control expenditure, we
find an expenditure vastly in ex-
cess of the estimate authorized; and
on the other hand, with reference
to application of policies which the
House had expressed an appa.rent
appreval, we. find the expenditure
away below the estimate, indicat-
ing a decision on the part of the
Government not to effectuate the
policies whic. this House had ap-
proved,

“That is a new kind of budgetary
control, and it has this additional
feature, that not only may you do
that which you ought not to have
done and leave undone the things
you ought to have done, but if you
find yourselves in any difficulty
ou can run to the Executive—which

as no authority at all—and re-
lleve yourselves by getting an or-
der-in-council.”

Premmier Campbell: “The Execi-
tive has authority.”

Mr. McPhee maintained that the
Executive had no right to abuse its
authority. “In the funding of cap-
ital expenditure,” he said, “the
same situation Is found. Under
Road Machinery there is an item
of $0,906 for which there was no es-
timate at all. We find an item, Pro-
vincial Building Annex. The esti-
mate was $3,500 and the expendl-
ture was $8561. That is almost
three times the amount which was
voted by the House, Does that in-
dicate any degree of budgetary
control?

“On the other hand we find that
on King's County Jail and Court
house there was an expenditure au-
thorized of $2,000, and the amont
spent was only $982. So that we have

seesaw system again, that the
government takes on itself the au-
thority to exceed estimates
where it gleuses. and in other cases
jgnores the expressed will of the
House to make expenditures In
certain cases.”

Hon, Mr. McIntyre: “Tnhe Audit
Act gives authority to the gover-
nor-in-council to increase the Esti-
mates.”

Act nor any other Act overrides
the intention and the authority of
this Tegislature. I think that was
made abundantly clear last year,
when we .were discussing the in-
tention of the Legislature in refer-
ence to thece expenditures, I sub-
mit that wien unforseen and un-

redictable exvenditures arise, the

inister ma2y obtaln authority from
the Executive: but that authority
sken'd ba limi‘ed to those exnendi-
tures whi~h or> normally incapable
of h:ir~ forseen.

If the Minister was handling an
exfendlture which was uncontroll-
able, of course he has not exercised
any control at all; that is obvious.

“The Minister compares the ex-
penditure at’ Falconwood this year
with the year 1940, and he points
out how with more patients in 1941
than in 1940, he effected substan-
tial savings in a at number of
lines. We were delighted to hear
that. I think it illustrates the im-
gg:t.ance of vigilance in this House;

ause you will remember thal
last ycar, when the Minister was
speaking, he tried to impress upon
us (:at he was conducting Falcon-
wood affairs as economically as
he possibly could. Yet that when
the House takes matter seriously by
cutting down the Estimate 315'.000
and impresses on the government
that they were In earnest, we find
from the report of the Minister
himsglf in that year, when he had
the most number of patients and
when prices generally were higher,
that he was able to effect some sub-
stantial saving. So I think the at-
titude we took had a most salutary
effect on the Government,

The Premier mentions the fin-
ancing done in the way of debt
funding.

Bonds and Expenditures

Mr. McPhee: ‘“When you sell
bonds generally it appears that
quite a large number gets into ‘the
hands of private investors. However,
the Premier has suggested that this
feature is an experiment. Of course
if this was intended as an experi-
ment, it was a rather large exI)er!-
ment—two and one-quarter million
dollars: at any rate we find that
our total gross debt as at Deec. 31,
1941, was $11,348,000. That is the
amount we owe in the way of
funded and unfunded debts. As
against that we have a sinking fund
of something less than two million
dollars. This debt has been swollen
by deficits year after year, and
debt increases. For the year 1941
alone, the liabilities were increased
by $30,000. That increase would have
been very much greater but for the
sum of $175,000 which came from
Ottawa and which was not antiei-
pated when the Estimates went
through., That amount came to us,
not by an initiative on the part of
this Government, but quite fortuit-
ously:; hut if we had not received it
our llabilities would be increased
by something in excess of $200,000

is for the year 1941.

“I pointed out to the Premier
that while we did not offer any
ciriticism for not driving a hard
beargain, yet he would have made
a better bargain if his Government
had refrained from the foolish
practice of charging to capital ac-
count items which are not in their
nature properly chargeable there.
Had he done so0. we would have
shown quite a large deficit on cur-
rent account, and our settlement
with Ottawa would have been
greatly increased. Instead of $175,-
000 we would probably have receiv-
ed $275,000 additional revenue.

“For motor vehicle registration
fees, I notice that the estimate this
year is $130,000. Last year we ac-
tually received $155,000 The Premier
anticinates a full $25,000 only, or
less than 20 per cent. I am afraid
that that is an optimistic forecast.

“In succession duties the Premier
forecasts an increase from $42,000
last year to $62,000. It is true that
information is available to provide
some means of calculation. I hope
that the revenue from this source
}mllt increase as the Premier antic-
pates.

Tourist Promotion

“The leader of the Opposition
has already referred to the fore-
casted increase In fees at Falcon-
wood by 50 per cent.

“In the matter of expenditure, I
wish to draw the attention of the
House to one item—Tourist Promo-
tion. I have already referred to ‘he
extent by which the expenditure
in this department exceeded the
estimates last year. This year there
is an estimate of $20,000, a great
part of this, I believe, will be spent
in advertising. I have xead the re-
port of the Tourist Bureau, and I
was rather disappointed that it did
not give any details. I think this
is one of the most important flelds
in which a saving might be made
in this department, It is a matter
where the Government should ex-
ercise supervision. I am not sug-
gesting that advertising is not a
good thing, but injudicious adver-
tising can make away with a great
deal of money without any corres-
ponding results.

“While appreciating the value of
the tourist business we must not
for a moment put it on a par with
our primgry industry of agriculture.
The question whether or not it is
prudent to spend a great deal of
money in tourist advertising at this
time should be taken In very
careful consideration,

“Mr. McEnee noted that last year
the expenditures on Engineers’ Sal-
aries was $47,000. This year there
is $7,300 in the estimates for the
same purpose. It has been suggest-
ed that last year’s expenditures
were actually more than were
shown, and that certain expendi-
tures were charged to certain pro-

jects,

“On agricultural estimates the
hon, member from Belf: (Mr.
Jones) enunciated what is no doubt
considered by the government as a
very radical idea, namely, that we
do not need the Agricultural De-
partment here at all, and that we
can save money by dropping it al-
together, While I quite agree with
the hon. member as to the import-
ance of avoiding duplication between
provineial and federal departmnts
T do not think T would be prepa
to go to the extent which he sug-
sects, as to the closing of the de-
nartment altogether.
