The front hearth—that is that
part of the hearth that is outside
of the fireplace itself—should be
not less than 18 inches deep.

Logs break up when they burn
and faming embers roll in all di-
rections.

TRY OOOPERATITN

1 tablespoon butter
Method: Clean and wash the ber-
ries and place in the bottom of a
pastry-lined pie pan. Mix together
the sugar, tapioca, salt, nutmeg (if
used), and the grated lemon rind.
Sprinkle this mixture over the ber-
ries in the pan and drip the lemon
juice over this, Now dot with t.v:

allow for the escape of steam dur-
ing the baking. Bake this in a hot
oven (450 deg. F.) for 15 minutes
and then lower the heat to moder-
ate (350 deg. F.) and continue bak-
ing for about 30 minutes longer.
