INSPIRING
MESSAGE BY
MRS. INDUK PAK

Native Of Korea
Thrills Large Con-
gregations Which
Hear Her Message.

The greatest experience of her
life, Mrs. Induk Pak, a native of
Korea, told a large congregation
at Zion Church last night, was her
conversion to Christianity while
imprisoned in Korea 17 years ago
during the height of the indepen-
dence movement there. To people

fact for them to become Chris-
tians, “To us it is a privilege for
which we must pay a price”, Mrs.
Pak said.

Mrs. Pak came here under the
auspices of the Students’ Christian
Movement and in co-operation
with the United Church of Can-
ada and the Preshyterian Church
in Canada. She spoke. at the
morning service at Trinity United
Church and last evening after the
service at Zion addressed a meet-
ing of young people in the Bap-
tist Church. All three congrega-
tions heard the inspiring words of
the dsitinguished speaker with
great interest.

Two words deseribed the clviliz-
ation of this and other countries,
conquest and control, and two
words described the civilization of
her native country, escape and
consolation, the speaker told the
congregation in beginning her ad-
dress, The attitude of people in
her country might be attributed to
invasion after invasion by other
peoples during the past.45 centur-
ies because of the superior natura
wealth of the country. . The péeople
asked Buddha how to’ get peace
and were told that there was no
peace in this life but that they
might attain it after death. They
asked. their great teacher Confuc-
fus the same question and were
told to seek after wisdom and to
despise earthly possession and
power. The people, quite in des-
pair and greatly disappointed. sat
down and looked to the achieve-
ments of the past.

Then, 51 years ago, came the
glorfous message of the gospel
with the words of Christ, “I am
come that ye may have life and
have it more abundantly”. Now
there are 4800 Sabbath schools in
Korea, 18 Mission hospitals and a
large number of schools for boys
and girls. Best of all, the speaker
sald, it helped her people to look
forward.

Mrs. Pak told of her life and
the thrilling story of how she ob-
tained part of her education by
attending a boys’ school dressed as
a boy because people thought that
the female mind was inferior and
that education was for the men
only. Later she was helped through
high school and college by a hitnd
man in America who declared that
physical blindness was terrible but
that spiritual blindness was infin-
itely worse.

The speaker told how, while she
was teaching in Korea 17 vyears
ago when the independence move-
ment was very strong, the people
being willing to sacrifice almost
everything for liberty, she was ar-
rested and put in solitary confine-
ment for six months. She had
little to eat and was like a cazed
animal during the first part of
the time. She thought how ecan
one love one's enemies as the Bible
teaches? Then she began to pray,
if its teachings meant anything,
that she might have a Bible with

her in her imprisonment. For four
weeks she continued
for a Bible with no one to hear
her except herself and God.

T MAKE LEFTOVER MEAT
INTO CROQUETTES

The beef, veal fish or ham of
vesterday will go down twice as
well the second day if you make
it into croquettes. Or you ‘may
combine two or three of the meats,
veal and ham, say, or chicken and
ham or veal and pork.

Of course every bit of skin, fat
or gristle must be discarded and
only clean. tender flesh used in
the croquette mixture. Mince the
meat and add to sauce as the sauce
is taken from the fire. This is im-
portant because of the danger of
overcooking the meat,

Every particle of the surface of
a croquette must pe completely
covered with crumbs and egg. The
ezz quickly coagulates in contact

the frying fat cannot penetrate.
But carelessness in crumbing and
egging may permit the croquette
to break during the frying, which
is ruinous. A first coating of fine
crumbs, one of glightly beaten egg
and a final one of crumbs is the
proper order.

HANDLE MIXTURE GENTLY.

The mixture must be handled
gently, with the least possible pres-
sure in molding.

The usual shapes are ball, cone,
cylinder, chop and cutlet. The
last two require a larger amount
of the mixture than the others.

To shape croquettes thoroughly,
wash your hands and rinse in cold
water but do not dry. Take &
rounded tablespoonful of the mix-
ture and place on a moulding
‘board. Shape quickly with  fingers.
Roll the mixture into a pall first.
Then if not wanted in th's shape,
roll to a cylinder and flatten ends.
If a cone is wanted. flatten only
one end and gently roll with great-
er pressure on the other end.

The inside of all croquettes
should be soft and creamy and the
outside erisp and brown.

For a luncheon, serve mushroom
sauce with veal croquettes and
have stuffed tomato salad. And'
for dessert this time of year noth-
ing could be better than a straw-
