Haying .Becomes
‘More Mechanized

A gradual but definite shift in
hay harvesting methods and equip-
ment in Eastern Canada has taken
place during the last decade.

Before the war, hay mower sales
in Eastern Canada ran about 6,000
to 7,000 a year, the bulk of them
horse-drawn machines. Sales in
1046 totalled 10,595, of which 8,980
were horse-drawn, 93 were tractor=-

drawn and 1,522 were tractor-
mounted, .
The following year, with a

better selection of equipment avail-
able, more than five times as many
tractor-drawn mowers were sold as
in 1046, tractor-mounted mower
sales about held their own, but
horse-drawn mower sales dropped
by 16 per cent.

Pre-war, dump rakes used to
outsell side delivery rakes by six
to one, but today the ratio has
been cut down to a little better
than two to one .Loader sales are
on the increase. :

A desire to speed up operations,
to increase efficlency, is regarded
as a prime reason for the shift in
methods and machines, but other
reasons include the growing number
of traotors, the improved cash posi-
tioh of farmers and the shortage of
farm labour.

Nervous Habits
In Children

QTTAWA, Oct, = The child who
bites his nails or develops similar
nervous habits does so to get relief
from e pressure or anxiety that's
become too strong for him, say men-
tal health experts in the federal De-
pariment of National ‘Health and
Welfare. The road to cure, therefore,
lies in finding out'what’s causing the
emotional tension,

To help parents faced with this
problem, a folder “Nervous Habits-
What Causes Them In My Child?”
has been published by the depart-
ment’s mental health division, It is
the ninth In its series on cirild train-

ng.

The habits of twisting a strand of
hair or biting the lips are shmilar to
nail biting in their basic causes.
“The tendency in a child past the
age ‘of infancy to bite and chew
things is & common signal of inner
tensions,” . the folder points out.
“Telling your child to stop it, tleing
his hands, using mechanical gadgets
or putting bad-tasting stuff on his
fingers won't correct it. In fact,
they may only serve to intensify the
anxlety and strain in the child and
thus aggravate the habit” /
Factors which. may be setting up

such tensions are then discussed and
