Rail Rate Increases

Charlottetown had 67 hours of sunshine during
January.

Effective on February 1, the rail rates on a
number of commodities, mcluding canned tish
and iron and steel articles, were materially 1n-
creased from the Maritime Provinces to British
Columbia coast points, Lhis is in line with an up-
trend in rail rates which has been noticeable since
the war, and which seems to have been applied
only to certain commodities from Eastern Can-
ada to the Pacific coast,  The principal reason is
the withdrawal and curtailment of water competi- |
tion, as for example the Vancouver-St. Lawrence '
line which abandoned their service shortly aflcr|
the outbreak of war when their chartered vessels
were requisitioned by the British Government.
The increases have caused a good deal of dissat-
isfaction among shippers both east and west, but
protest so far has proved unavailing.

British Columbia recently appealed to the Board
of Transport Commiissioners in the matter, and
the appeal was turned down.  The defense put
up by the railways, says the Vancouver Province,
“amounted to no more than a clear statement
that, now that the war had cleared away water
competition, they can get the increase and are
going after it.” .
