10,000 Prisoners and 60 Guns Taken by British who Advance on Six

Mile Front, Capturing OQutposts of Hindenburg
Maghnificent Spirit of British Shown

LONDON, Sept. 20—A great vic
tory was  won by the British army on
Wednesday and early on Thursday
morning along the battle line be-
tween Gouzeacourt and St. Quentin.
Not only were the outpost positions
of the Hindenburg line carried and
held on a front of about six miles but
over 10,000 prisoners were taken and
sixty guns.

There was a lull in the fighting yes-
erday the wide stretch of ground oc-
cupied during the British advance
will have to be provided with roads
gun positions and munition dumps
hefore the heavy artillery, with which
the Hindenburg line is being ham-
mered can be brought up to the new
{ront. The infantry cannot go for-
ward from day to day as in open
warfare where there are only - hap-
haszard defences. A period of prepar-
ation and of very thorough preparat-
ion will be necessary before a final at-
tack can be launched.

WONDERFUL BRITISH SPIRIT

The fighting spirit of the British
irmies which are assailing the Hin-
lenburg defences is indicated by a
‘eport from Sir Douglas Haig, which
shows that on Wednesday night, af-
ter a hard day’s. fighting in the
sourse of which they had stormed
heir way forward to a depth of three
miles against the most obstinate re-
slstance, the- fourth Australian div-
ision renewed the attack and carried
the outpost positions of the Hinden-
burg line along the whole length of
their fronts. English troops to the
