SUMMARY OF THE SITUATION

LONDON TIMES

The war situation this morning,
while somwhat darkened, is by no
means discouraging. That there was
a reverse in the terrible engagement
of Sunday and Monday in south-west-
ern Belgium is confirmed. It was not
by any means a defeat, however. The
allies, probably over confident, assum-
ed the offensive and found themselves
confronted with an overwhelming force
After putting up a magnificent battle,
the stubborness of which is indicat-
ed by the fact that the British loss
is estimatod at 2,000, General Joffre
ordered them to fall back on their de-
fences. This they did in good orger
and are holding their original position.
This was but ane engagement' at one
point. At other points they made dis-
tinct gains and along the whole line
they have kept the enemy in check
at some points driving back the Ger-
man advance. The German army has
not got into I'rench territory.

LONDON, Aug. 25.—The 1T'imes’
summary of the war, Wednesday, is
as follows: Yesterday's news added
little to our knowledge of the actual
fighting which has taken place since
Sunday, on the Belgian and French
frontiers.

It, however, has the effect of clear-
ing considerably the situation of the
hostile armies,

It is now evident the French are
not content with remaining on the de-
fensive and, influenced doubtless by
their desire to attack the German in-
vaders in Belgium itself, attempted
to take the offensive in the neighbor-
hood of Namur and Charleroi and to
drive a wedge into the German ad-
vance,

The forward movements of their
armies in Lorraine and Alsace, ear-
lier, were part of this general plan of
campaign and had temporary success.
But on the whole line of the frontier,
from Mons in the north to Belfort in
the south, this atempt to carry the
war into the enemy’s country has been
hurled back and everywhere now the
German armies are hammering at the
French frontier.
