Ehat in spite’ of all eNorts against

best of the simple remedies and very
easy of application is good wood ash-
es and salt; two parts of the former
to one of the latter. I prefer the
best quality of table salt to the
coarser kinds, and if applied in the
early morning while the plants are
still ‘damp it will generally terminate
their engagement. However, rains
will wash off the application, and re-
inforcements may be expected at any
time, so constant watching is neces-
sary. Both the salt and ashes are
excellent fertilizers and the former is
especially  helpful in heading and
hardening up of the heads. The salt
will often discolor the leaves, cven
to - turning them black where too
much of it adhere, but it will do
very little, if any, harm, and so fre-
quent applications are recommended.
Tobacco dust is also a good remedy,
both as a fertilizer and insecticide,
but is not easily obtained except of
the seedsmen or at the tobaceo fac-
tories. Bome writers of very consider-
able reputation have strongly advo-
cated the employing of boys with
nets to capture and destroy the mill-
ers. Our judgment of this plan, how-
ever, is, that an active boy chasing
through the path with his net, in-
tent upon capturing the miller,
would knock more plants than the
worms would destroy,

Many have objections to using the

arsenical poisons, but we believe
when Jjudiciously used no possible
harm cam come, either from Paris

quart of rye or wheat
waoroughly and put it in-
to a tarleton bag. It should be ap-
plied in the early, still. morning
while the dew is on; by shaking light-
ly over the plants. If used as a
spray mixture, a weak solution, say,
one .pound to the hundred gallons of
water, will be strong enough. Arsen
ate of lead will only require about
half the strength of potatoes. The
smooth, glassy surface of the cabbage
leaf does not readily hold spray mix
tures of any kind, but this can bhe
remedied by using soapy water. Kven
quite strong suds will do no harm.—
J. E. M.
