Japanese reported minor advances
there, but the real threat came
from the south. It was believed
the Japanese were trying to com-
pel the Chinese to withdraw with-
out further fighting to their “win-
ter line” some 20 miles west of
Shanghai,

At the same time,
officials emphasized - that the pact
was not directed against any
country—not even Russia, “which
may have all the Communism it
wants as long as she keeps it . at
home."”

Gayda
said that 2,000,000 tons-of warships
and 200,000,000 men now are at
the disposal of fhe anti-Communist
front.

No Military Clauses
