Answer; Evidently the channels
or greaseways in the spring-pins
and other parts have become plugg
ed up with hardened labricant, so

too stiff a grease and perhaps have
not screwed down the cups often
enough.

move the cap, clean out the pass-
age as thoroughly as possible with
a wire, squirt kerosene into the
passage, {ill cap with very light
grease and turn it down tightly, re-
peating this _operation after a
time.
