LONDON, Dec. 16.—The Canadian
Mission attended St. Dunstan(s In-
stitution for the Blind yesterday and
met the blind Canadians, some thirty
in all.- A petition was presented to the
Premier asking thdt the government
give to each one of the blinded Can-
adfan officers or men 320 acres of
homestéaq land without stipulation
that it must be personally cultivated
and suggesting the method by which
the land can be located for them by
Proxy,
