Why
was there no reference to the coming
cgronntion? As to our repres:nta-
tion, it was well to have our losses
in that respect restored. But for two
years past the seat held by Senator
Ferguson had remained unfilled in d2-
fiance of the constitution and our un-
doubted right. A seat so ably filled
thus left vacant was a crime against
the Province. Yet the Government
had apparently made no . protest.
That was nct the only vacancy—The
Supreme  Court was maimed and
made practically useless as a Court
of appeal.. We are entitled to threz
Judges and we have but two. Im-
portant cases had been held up for
more than a year, some of them in-
volving laege amounts. Why this
scandalous delay? What is our local
Government for if not to guard such
interests as these? Why labor to get
more representatives in the Commons
when owing to death and illness we
have but one member attending and
voting in the Senate instead of four?
He charged that while this was so
these vacancies kept two members of
the House of Commons practically
useless, while seeking appointment to
office. Of the four members in th>
Commons only one had raised his
voice in protest. The silence of the
other three had laid a double obliga-
tion upon the Government . of the
Province to protest with all their
force and enforce our right of repre
sentation.
