KILLED BY DOCTOR

CHICAGO, Nov. 16—Painless death
by means of “God-given” drugs, are
being applied to Paul Modxima, a
child with a microcephalus head, by
Dr. Harry J, Haiselden, of the Ger-
man-American Hospital, according to
the physician’s admission,

“The boy's head is malformed and
he suffers from a stricture of the
trachen, which causes labored breath-
ing. He would ‘always remain a heip
. less idfot,” said Dr. Haiselden,

Opiates being administered for the
primary purpose of relieving pain will
cause the death of the child in sev-
eral months, it is admitted.

Regardless of the fact that the
treatment can have no other result
then the child’s death, it was defended
by the physician, who, however, di:-
claimed the right to administed &
lethal dose that would cause immedi-
ate death, Mental and physical defec-
“tives' lives should not be prolonged,
the physician said.

_Several cases were cited in support
of the theory of painless death, one
befng the case of a 10-year old girl
who is only a living organism and
can utter only two words.

“Where such lives are shortened,’
the physician concluded, “the parents’
lives are prolonged.”

NEW YORK, Nov. 16.— While
the new price levels established on
many kinds of furs at the public auc-
tion here last month, several of
which are higher than in many years
past. has retarded the sale of some
of the more extreme priced skins,
the latest report of the New York Fur
Auction Sales Corporation says that
Beaver, Lynx American Oppossum
and Civet Cat are selling strong at
figures higher than those reached at
the sale. Red Fox and Wolf ‘are not
moving so well because of the very
‘high prices at which they are held.
Cross and Blue Fox are being last
sale price and the same is true of
Marten anq Muskrat. A special de-
mand for Northwestern Skunk and
for “Coat Stock” Raccoon is  inevi-
dence as well as for fresh dark
Mink, Ermine, fisher and theé heavi-
er qualities of Wildcat are also sel-
ling well, but sales of Grey Fox and
Otter are lagging.

Prices for the coming season the
report continues, will to a great ‘ex-
tent depend upon the size of the
catch that is now coming in and also
upon the influence of war condi-
tions n the market. It is expected
that the prevailing high prices will
result in increased trapping in prac-
tically all stations. This will tend to
counteract the decrease inthe number
of trappers, many of whom have en-
tered the army or have been attract-
ed to better paying employment. It
is only reasonable to expect that
the large sums being  expended by
the Govirnment will eventually find
their way into the hands of the buy-
ing public. Because of this the cor-
poration anticipates the ntaintenance
or prices on substantially all articles
and looks forward with confidence to
a successful January sale.
