that's got to do with it. My point
is simply this: that capital can
be accumulated only by thrift
whether thrift is forced or volun-
tary. It cannot be created by a
stroke of the pen .

I am not a socialist because It
geems to me that the best Gov-
ernment you can have i one und-
er which there will be as few
Government servants as possible
snd not any more regulations
than are necessary to see that
individuals practice the four sim-
ple virtues ambition, energy,
honesty and thrift.
