DOUBLE DYEING

Several years ago there was de-
veloped In Great Britain a process
for dyeing in two colors—in
patterns with a single dipping.

This apparent contradicticn i
resolved into-common sense when
it is explained that the fabrics for

and cotton materials, dyes being

but not silk, and vice versa.

The goods being dipped in a
mixture of two such dyes, one
would color the cotton and one the
silk, and the desired effect would
be obtained.
