Yingow. March 26.—Field Marshall
Oyama today gave his first Interview since
coming into the field, He refused to dis-
cuss the probability of peace. “I am
only a soldier,” he said, “not a politician.
The Japanese government will arrange
terms of peace when the time comes. We
were forced to fight this war in the in-
teyests of international peace and for the
safety of our country. Personally I have
a high regard fpr the Russians. They are
soldiers. The officers and men are brave
and able and have fought well. During
the .war betweén China and Japan I
was the commander of the army which
captured Port Arthur. With a division
and a half of troops we took the city
in five hours, The result this time
shows the wonderful difference be-
tween the Russians and the Chinese,
with  whom we had previous experience.
But * our army, both soldiers aud

officers, performed their duty as Japan
always would. Minister of War for Japan
for sixteen years, during which time con-
scription laws were passed, I have closely
watched the making of the Japanese
army, which has proved what I say, that
the officers ‘and men have fulfilled every
hope as I believed they would in the older
days when the Japanese army was com-
posed of the Samuri professional ighting
men, The modern army was drafted
from all classes, yet all our hopes have
been fully realized by the work this army
has done in actual war.” Field Marshall
Oyama declined to discuss the future
movements or the p'ansof the Japanese
army. He intimated that he was ready
to continue the war as long as necessary,
Despite the reports to the contrary, Field
Marshall Oyama's health is excellent,
‘With his staff he is comfortably quartered
in a fine Chinese house, placed at his dis-
posal by the Chinese viceroy. ,

INNOCENT W
WS HANGED

LonpoN, March 26,—The Chronicle
publishes the following: A remarkable
story of the hanging of an innocent man
is related in connection with a confession
just made in Canada. A burglar was shot
during @ raid, and, whlte dying, he admit-
ted that he was the perpetrator of what
is known as the Kilbane, County Limer-
ick, murder in August, 1902,

The murder, so the Irish Independent
recalls, was a most mysterious one. Two

|1aborers named Sullivan and Clifford slept

together one night, and were found next
morning with their throats cut. In one
case the wound was from right to left, and
in the other from left to right. One of
the men was dead when found, and the
other, on recovery, was charged with
murder. Three times the jury failed te
agree, and the Crown, failing to get a
conviction, deported the man to a Crown
colony,

It is stated that the man who confessed
to the crime also admitted being a par-
ticipator in the murder of a farmer named
Donovan, for which, he alleges, an inno-
cent man named Twiss was hanged in
Cork a few years ago. Twice before being
executed Twiss vehenently protested his
innocence.

Alderman Meade, who was Mayor of
Cork at the time of the execution, in an
interview,has declared his firm conviction
that an innocent man was hanged. He
related that at one of the meetings hold
jn Dublin for the purpose of agitating for
a reprieve for Twiss he charged a con-
stabulary official with being cognizant of
the fact that Twiss was perfeotly inno-
cent of the crime, and furthermore that
he endeavored to influence Twiss to in-
criminate a well-known Cork citizen as
being an accomplice, and promised if he
did so a yeward of £100 and a free par-
doti, Which the accused man promptly re-
fused.
