New Air-Rocket
Is Explained

(British United Press)
VIENNA, February 27.—Professor
Hermann .Oberwarth, one of the in-
ventsrs of the “air-rocket”, has just
delivered a lecture in Viena on his
twenty years’ research work.

For his rocket he uses benzine in a
fluid state. The empty rocket
weighs somewhat more than 17-1;
pounds, and five times as much
after being filled. Special mechan-
ism constructed by Professor Ober-
warth renders it possible for the
rocket to reach a speed of nearly
two miles a second and to fly a
distance of 650 miles. This rapidity
may be increased by placing one or
several smaller rockets on the flying
one.

The Professor holds that the in-
vention will enable scientists to pen-
etrate into and search the higher
regions of the air by a meteorologi-
cal registration-rocket, furnished
with a parachute. Thence it will be
possible to photograph an enemy’s

position, or unknown districts,
throuzi which the rocket is to be
directed. Letters could be sent

across the Atlantic within half an
hour, and the cost would be only
four to eight times as much as it is
now paid.
