The great Bismarck has passed
away, and with his death clos:: the
rarthly career of one who has playc]
for many years past, an important
part in the affairs of Europe. Posses-
s'<1 of a powerful will and unlimitzd
ener, ; he was eminently fitted for re-
sponsible positions and for carrying
almost any undertaking to a success-
Zal issue. Owing to his kecn fore-
sight the Empire of Germany has been
wrought in* - a powerful country with
large colonial possessions outside of
Europe. In 1884 Germany had no
colonial emni e. When th: Kaiser
and Bismarck separa‘ 1 in 1890 Ger-
many was oae of the great powers in
Afriea, holding in  that con.
tinent an area five time as
large as the European ,empire.
Speaking of Bismarck the St John
Sun uses the following fitting words:
“If Prince Bismarck knew how to ob-

effect, he knew equally well how to
give it up. When the young Kaiser,
whose father the prince hed served,
whose grandfather he had made em-
peror, whose empire he had created,
concluded that he could dispense with
the services of the veteran counsellor,
the old man retired to his castle and
lived out his life without sttempting
to build up a party, or to do anything
to make his sovereign regret his loss.
Itisa tritate to Bismarck’s work
that the magnificent piece of machin-
ery whieh he created. and set in
motion, did not require the constant
oversight of the inventor. The man
of blood and iron was a true artificer
and his work stands well.”
