PARIS, Aug. 24.—The decisive day
has arrived. Three million men at this
moment are taking part in one of the
most terrible battles in the history of
the: world. Charleroi continues the
centre of action. Fighting raged on
both banks of the Sambre. The can-
nonade which was interrupted for a
short while Sunday afternoon, resumed
in the evening with increased inten-
sity, The echo of the booming of
guns was heard as far away as Mau-
berge. Firing was also heard from the

northwest of Jeumont in the direction?

of Mons. Wounded have been arriving
at Mauberge and Valenciennes today.
They told of unusually fierce fighting
in progress near Charleroi in which
the French appeared to have the ad-
vantage for a time.

More than fourfeen army corps were
used by the Germans. That is over
half the entire force the Kaiser has
in the field according to an official
ahnouncement tonight, The north-
ern French advance is about the same
as the Germans. The only force un-
engaged in the struggle arc the Bel-
glans massed at Antwerp. The en-
gagements now taking place in the up-
per Vosges mountains and around
Nancy _are of secandary--importance-{
comparcd to the struggle progressing
in South Brussels.

German troops continue their move-
nment towards the west which signi-
fies that when the French defensive
battle lines are reached the Germans
will need heavy reinforcements to re-
place the weary troops to press the

THE FIBST CLASH

PARIS, Aug. 24—The French War
Office to-night issued the following
official bulletin; The French and Brit-
ish troops’ attack having failed owing
unforseen difficulties, they retired on
their covering positions west of the
Meuse. The British army on our left
were attacked by the Germans but be-
haved admirably, standing  their
ground with traditional steadfastness.
The French assumed the aggressive
with two army corps. African bri-
gades in the front rank, carried away
by eagerness, received a murderous
fire. They did not fiinch but counter
attacked by Prussian guns they were
obliged to retire only, however, after
inflicting enormous losses. Prussian
guards especially suffered heavily.

Bast of the Meuse our troops ad-
vanced across extremely difficult coun-
try and made a vigorous attack after
they emerged from the woods but
were obliged to fall back after a stiff
fight south of the River Semois. On
an order from General’ Joffre our
troops and British troops withdrew
to their covering positions. Our
troops were intact, our cavalry has in’
no way suffered and our artillery
again demonstrated its superiority.

AUSTRO HUNGARIAN
BATTLESHIP SUNK

LONDON, - Aug. 23.—~The Interna-
tional News Daily Telegraph writes.
The Austro-Hungarian battleship Zriu
yi was one of the wonder warships of
the world. If she was famous for one
thing more than another, as her build-
ers proclaimed, it was for the adequary
of her armour protection against
shells.

Now at the second shell fired by a
ship of the French fleet, which pene-
trated the magazine, this good ship has
‘gone to the bottom presumably with
her crew of big officers and men.
