Territory
Demanded

PRAGUE, Nov. 14 —(CP Havas)
—A slice of territory, inhabited by
czechoslovaks, was demanded by
Germany tonight in a formal note
addressed to the Prague Govern-
ment,

The demand was sald in Czecho-
slovakia circles to have been flat
and cate and no explanations
were offered. The territory wanted
by Gemmany is the Domazlice
rezion, south west of Pilson, con=
stituting the western tip of Czecho-
slovakia,

Parliament was convoked tonight
to meet on Thursday to eleet &
new president. Deputies will then
find themselves faced with this lat-
est demand. It will be difficult to
inform the nation, ob:ervers be-
lieved, since no government could
easily Justify handing over to &
foreign power territory populated
by its own nationals.

So far two reasons have been
advanced here for the Reich de-
mand. One is that the territory
forms a sallent between the north-
ern and southern sections acquired
by Germany in the Munich accord,
which the Reich wishes to elimin-
ate.

The second is based on the re-
port that Chancellor Hitler wants
to shorten the motor _speedway
befng construced from Berlin to
the Brenner Pass and can do so
only by running # through this
strip of territory.

BUT ROYAL VISIT TO CANADA IN 1939 RECAL
GEORGE V AND QUEEN MARY TOURE

IN 1911,
Next summer King George VI
and Queen Elizabeth will come to

their people of Canada, the visit
making history as the first cccasion
a British monarch and his consort
have crossed the seas to greet their
subjects in a self-govering Domin-
ion of the “free association of the
members of the British Common-~
wealth of Nations”

In the 900-year story of the
British dynasty since William the
Conqueror probably the nearest
thing to a precedent for their Maj-
esties' 1939 tour of Canada is the
memorable journey of the King's
illustrious father ~George V and
Queen Mary —now the Queen
Mother —to India in December,
1911, There at the Durbar, they
were crowned again BEmperor and
Empress of India, following their
coronation in London, Jure 22,

It was before India received her
present charter of self-government
and no reitning King of England
fiad ever visited that vast eactern
Empire. King George and Queen
Mary sailed on the Medina, a liner
manned for the time being with
naval ratines, in hoonr of “The
ilor King,” The Canadian Press

: detail of the visit was ac-
fed with that gorgeous
plendor-to which both the climate
of India and the temperament of
its people are so amply adapted.
The Tmperial Camp for the Durbar
covered an area of 25 square miles.

The troops on parade numbered
20,000 and outside the ampithe-
alre a mound was construced to
accommodate 50,000 natives.

Announced Reforms

George V at that time announced
reforms in India by .the British
government of the time that caus-
ed displeasure to some of the more
conservative minds in Indian gov-
ernment —Lord Cwrzon, for in-
stance, a previous Viceroy. The
was transferred from Cal-
i, a governorship was
Bengal presidency.

But his inspections of
the trenches of Flanders in war-
time brought him in contact with
the troons from the overseas Dom=
inion, Of even broader token, in &
popular way, were his  periodical
radio breadcasts to the  Empire,
with the personal touch of greet-
ing simultaneously and alike to the
duke in his castle and the lonely
settler on the fringe the
Arctic.

Touching the hearts of his peo-
ple in what was probably the
widest appeal of all his messages
was the last Christmas greeting
(1935) of the King: “It is good to
think that our own family of peo-
ple is at peace with itself and un=-
ited' in one desire to be at
with other nations —a friend of all
and enmy of none . . .” His Maj=-
esty voiced his “truest Christmas
wishes and those of my wife
(Queen Mary), my children and
my grand-children who' are with
me today,” for similar family
gatherings In the uttermost parts
of the Empire. The King died Jan.
20, 1936

Edwardian Travels

The present King’s grandfather,
Fdward - VII, o welgnmed  (ffrom
1901 to 1910, did much travelling a-
round Furope and earned the title
of Edward the Peacemaker., His
success “as a promotor of inter-
national friendliness and the ad-
vantage of so efficlent a type of
kingship attracted universal at-
tention,” says one writer of the
period. It is also remarked: “The
royal hand was to be seen in the
rooress of forelgn affalrs in a
manner somewhat new to old-fash-
ioned politicians.”

Edward VII confined his overseas
Jjourneys to the other nations of
Europe, He pald no visits to the
British Dominions. When Pritce of

s, however, he was in Canada
1860 as “Lord Renfrew.” He
snent 17 weeks in India in 1875,
His son, then Duke of York (after-
wanrds George V) with the Duchess
(later Queen Mary) was given the
duty of inaugurating the Common-
wealth of Australia in 1901, The
Duke and Duchess visited Aus-
tralin, New Zealand, South Africa
and Canada during that tour.

Edward VIII (now Duke of
Windsor) during his brief reign
from Jan, 20 to Dec. 10, 1936 like
his grandfather, the last previous
King Edward, limited his travels
to the European continént, To
Canadians the most important of
those European visits was on the
occasion of the Vimy Ridge Me-
morial unveiling July 26, 1936,

But when Prince of Wales his
tours of the Dominions  brought
him the title of “ambassador and
salesman of the Empire.” He was,
perhaps, the most popular man in
the world when he ascended the
throne.
