LOCAL CHURCH

Ilustrated Talk By
Well Informed
Clergyman Planned
For Zion Church
Next Week.

The Rev. J F. Goforth, M. A,
will give an Illustrated lecture on
“colorful China” in Zion Church

on Tuesday evening, October 11, it

Was announced tﬁEsterday. The talk
Wwill be under the auspices of the
Y. P, S, of the Christian Endeav-
our,

Rev. Mr, Goforth has spent half
his life in China and travelled a
total of 10,000 miles to obtain the
pictures he will show here, it was
sald. The film will include heart-
rending scenes of war and desola-
tions as well as an intriguing con-
trast been old and new China.

Mr, Goforth is the youngest son
of the late Dr. Jonathan Goforth,
missionary in China for almost half
a century, He was born in China
and spent the first: fifteen years
of his life there. He frequently ac-
companied his parents on their
missionary tours through the towns
and villages of the province of Ho-
han as well as on their. visits to

other parts of China, At an early

age he acquired a knowledge and
understanding of the Chinese that
is given only to a few,

Following "his graduation from
the University of Toronto and the

securing of his Master of Arls de-
gree from McGill University Mr.
Goforth made a trip around the
world in the course of which he
Spent six months with his parents
Who were then located in Man-
churia, having opened a new field
there in 1927

On his return to Canada Mr. Go-

forth . entered Knox Theological
College, Toronto. Graduating from
that institution in the spring of
1932 _he was ordained a minister of
the Presbyterian Church in Canada
and was called to Knox College,
Wallaceburgh, in'" western Ontario,

Resigning his charge last March

Mr. Goiorth set out for China
again, this time equipped with a
moving picture camera and six
thousand feet of film, He covered
the country from north to south
and from east to west, travelling
some 10,000 miles in all. With his
