The World Rely
On English Justice

generally, known that sailors of
every nationality bring their griev-
ances to a court in the block of
buildings known as the Law Courts
in the Strand. This is the “Admir-
alty Court,” over which presides a
president and two Trinity Breth-
ren, and it deals with cases of col-
lisions between vessels in any part
of the world or of any nationality;
the assessing of damages for such
collisions, arbitration in, connec-
tion with towage of a valuable
cargo, and even disputes between
the captains of two foreign vessels

When a ship of any nationality
is disabled at sea and another com
es along to help, the captain of the
disabled vessel may ask what the
other will charge to tow him to
the nearest port, The reply often
is, “leave it to the Admiralty,’
meaning the court situated in the
Strand, London,

One reason for this general con-
fidence of sailormen in the Strand
Justice house {8 said to be the ab-
solute jmpartiality dealt out there.
Also_the two Trinity Brethren who
sit with the judge have been mas-
ters of ships many years, and
can talk freely with the contest-
ants in their own; tongues and in
fheir seafaring lingo.
