The police say if she had con-
sented she would have received the
fatal capsule then instead of the fol-
lowing Saturday afternoon.

Girl friends and attaches of
institution heard Avis exclaim:

““I can't possibly see you this even-
ing. There is a party here and I can-
not leave. I shall have to let it go
until Saturday.’’

It was learned today that the Pink-
ertons were employed to send detec-
tives from their agencies in vartous
parts of the country to gather inior-
mation about Richeson. The gowern-
ment had no men available for such
a  search.

Some of them
are of a sympathizing nature, but the
others, most of which are from wo-
men, never reach the prisoner.

Denials are made by William A.
Morse, counsel ‘for Richeson, that
Moses Grant Hdmands has abandon-
ed the man who was to have married
his daughter Violet. It is understood
that following his confession of a
week ago, Miss Edmands ceased to
write to Richeson and has not com-
municated with him in any way.

He received one letter from her on
Jan. 6, the day after he penned his
¢onfession, but the correspondence
ceased abruptly when the guilt of
the clergzyman was acknowledged. All
of Miss Edmands’ letters sent to
Richeson have been postmarked New
York city, but it is thought that they
were sent to relatives there and re-
mailed so as to prevent the young
woman’s whereabouts from becoming
known by the public.
