Canada. It is accomplishing
three important things; it has
converted the sword into the
ploughshare, it is putting other-
‘lese idle land under cultivation,

and it is creating a ¢lass of com
tented citizens whose industry will
be of immense benefit to the coun-
try.

Twenty thousand soldiers have

nada,The amnount voted 1last year by
!the Qovernment was $50,000,000.
A great part of the land in West-
ern Canada was (bought at $7 an
acre. ‘The government took over
many reserves en bloc and resold
to the soldiers at the same figure.
1f these lands were put up at pub-
- dic auction they would bring from
$30 to 350 an acre. The Boarad
tolds a {first mortgage on over
3,600,000 acres of land Az a re
sult of thé settlement work one
quarter of a million acres of raw
land have been brought under cul
jtivation . for the first time; one
half million will be bhrought un-
der cultivation next year. Since
1881 the €. N. R. have establish-
eqd 46,000 settlers; in two years the
Soldiers' Settlement Board has es-
tablished 20,000, fifty p.c. of whom
are settled on raw land. On a pro-
ductive basis of labor one man is
'worth $3 a day or $1,000 a year;
‘ then these 20,000 settlers are worth
productively  §$20,000,000 a year.
Taking the railway estimate that
every settler is ‘worth, on g freight
basis alone, $734 a year, the 20,000
soldier settlers are worth $14,680,-
000 a year. If we had 50,000 re-
turned men on our raw lands
there would he no C. N ‘R. defl-
¢it. Canada will got back in three
years almost all that she has
spent |

In this province nearly $1,000,-
000 has been spent on land, stock
{and machinery. The area pur-
chased s 22,000 acres. 10,000

acres of this land nwas cropped last
year, and at a conservative estim-

lato the produce of it would valuo
'The awerage money
loaned to the soldier here for the
purchase of land has been ahoft
$2,200, the toan for stock and mac-
hinery averaging over $500. Tt
is not known that any farm has
been hought at a figure more than
its value. The Board Wwill advance
to the settler 90 per cent of the
valuo of the land, but in this pro-
vinceé the average amount paid by
the settlers is 16 1-2 per cent
About 800 applications have been
