This man was
at ¢ne time an employe of the Kuicker-
bocker Athletic club and was forced
outof it by Cornish and others at the
same time as was the principal.

_Csanide of mercury was sent to Bar-
net Then the woman in the case began
to play ber part. She gussed that Bar-
net had been murdered by the man she
had discarded for bim, and she determio-
ed to put this shrewd guess to her ad-
vantage She treatbened the murder and
made him marry her as the p ice of her
silence.

Barnet had been so easily removed
that the men thought they could got rid
of their enemy, Cornish, as easily.
